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The purposes of this research are to study the way of life set as good examples for
new generation by the methods of investigations an,dbcontent analysis of six Chinese main
characters’ moral behaviors in the novels about Chinese in Thailand : Tan Saung - Oo in
Jod Mai Jak Mueang Thai, Kong in Yu Kab Kong, Pae Kim in Kratunyou Pisawad, Ti Chue in
Pai Tong . Lom, Pueng Tien-shue in Kratom Mai Pai and Lieng Sue-panich in
Lod Lai Mangkorn, also to interview the novelists’ opinions about Chinese people and Chinese

moral principles.

The research findings are concluded that these main characters’ way of life mainly

based on moral principles . Tan Saung - 'Oo. Kong and Lieng Sue ~ panich represent
reasonableness on the first rank whereas Pae Kim, Ti Chue and Pueng Tien - shue represent
compassion, gratefulness and courage respectively. Apart from these moral behaviors, the
main characters show the different reason of action : public benefit on the highest rank and
ideal benefit, personal benefit and pressure of soclal condition as the second rank. From the
content analysis, six main characters’ way of life can be divided into 4 moral behaviors :
‘Tan Saung - Oo and Kong strongly present marriage principle and way of life in the society.
Pae Kim and Pueng Tien - shue strongly present way of life in the society. Ti Chue strongly
presents business management and way of life in the society. Lieng Sue - panich strongly
presents marriage principle and business management.

~ According to the novelists’ opinions about Chinese people and Chinese moral
principles, Sopark Suwarn and-Prapatsom Sewikul have positive attitudes. Botan's attitude is
rather negative while Yok Bhurapa ‘s attitudes are both positive and negative. Another one
finding is that the novelists play the role for developing sociéty by directly and indirectly adding

some moral notions in the novels through the narration and dialog in the stories.
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
