ABSTRACT

The objective of this thesis is to study the importance and the
role of Nakhon Rachasima starting from the Ayudhya period. The growing
political power and influence of Nakhon Rachasima upon other northeastern
provinces are pointed out, During Ayudhya period, Nakhon Rachasima
was a province of the second elass with outstanding significance
because of 1its geographical location on the eastern border of the
kingdom., During the reign of King Rama III, in the Ratanakosin
period, after the rebellion of Vientiane in 1826, Nakhon Rachasima
became a first class province with power,to govern the Laocs dependency
and other ptovinces on the Korat plateau.

In the ‘second half of the nineteenth century, the Kingdom of
Thailand's territorial-integrity,and independence were, threatened, by
the great imperial Powers &f France and Great Britain... ' In the reign
of King Chulalongkorn, external pressure on Thailand’s territorial

integrity was increasing in severity especially that of the French in



the Northeast, Fear of losing control of the land King Chulalongkorn
improved the governing system in that part in 1890 and followed by
reformation of provincial administration all over the kingdom in 1892,
As a result, the political power of the 'gevernor of Nakhon Rachasima
was cut down, However, the central government still realized the
importance of Nakhon Rachasimz and kept this province as a military
base to maintain the controlling power of the central government over
the Northeast, The fact that a raillroad was built from Bangkok to
Nakhon Rachasima indicated that Bangkok realized more and more the
importance of the mortheastern provinces and wanted to have easier
access to and more immediat@ control cver them,

Furthermore, Bangkok looked upon this city as a strategic and
military centre, and a stronghold in the ease that war with France
might break out. Nakhon Rachasima's military strength underlay
Bangkok's success in maintaining her power over the northeastern
provinces, Moreover, Nokhon Rachasima was 2 good example to other
provinces in accepting the power of the central government, and in
initiating 2 social and cultural blending between people in Bangkok

and the Northeast.
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
