This reésearch study intends:-

(1) to examine, the opinions of youth on the organization
of activities contzibuting to the.promotion of nat10na1 identity in
the educational institutions in Ubon Ratchathani province:

(i1) to find out the extent or degree of participation on
the part of studepts in those kinds of'aetivities: and finally

L (114) to investigate possible problems or obstacles

encountered by students in participating.in the above—mentioned

actiﬁities.

"Research Methodology

The research tool used in the study is the rating
scale and open-ended gquestionnaires by{which the youth could express
their opinions on the organization of "and their participation in activities
to enhance'the nationalnidentity in ‘the educatdional' institutions, as
well as relate their problems or obstacles faced in such participation.
A=population sroup of+392-persons;was; studied-by/the method of, simple
random sampling, of which 362 questionnaires or 92.35 percent
wete considered to be completely filled out. Data analysis was

conducted by percentage, mean value, and standard deviation methods.
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Research Findings

i.) As regards the youth's obséryations on the organizdtiOn'of
setiyities whiech help promote the natioﬁal‘idéntity.iﬁ-educational-institutions
in Ubon Ratchathani province, most stated that the first threg activities
which were frequently organized by the schools colleges - in

relation to the National Institutionsweres fipstly, the activity of

leading the students to participate in candle procession ceremony in
thg'rainy season; secondly, the activity of training the students for _
national defence purposes, e.g. in boy and girl scouts, young RedACross

or territorial defence services, and the like, and finally, the activity

of encouraging the students to perform thelr c1vie duties, e. g rewarding

or admirlng those well—behaved students, and the like.

Three leading acti&itigs involved with the Religious
Institution which the youth reported‘és most frequently held by’
educational institutions were the weekly practice of praying, meditating,

and worshipping of weekly buddha imageé3

Finally, the three foréméét activities associated
with the Bonarchical Institution were the organizing of royal blessing
ceremonies on the occasion of Their MajeSties birthdays and the
encouragement. .0f students to participate in self and" local de&elopment,

to be dedicated jas merits to the monarch on such significant occasions.

ii.) ~  On'the matter of the youth's participation in acticities
for the jénhancément ofinationall identity in 'educational; institutions
in Ubon Rétchatﬁani pro&ince, most reported in the positige. It can be
said that the extent of participation was nearly or sometimes 100 percent
for act1v1t1es which were held once a year. ‘For actlvities which were
organized several times a year, the degree_of the participation was at

the mediocre or lower level.
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1) On the problems or obstacles encountered by students
in taking part in such organized act1v1t1es the youth were mostly agreed

that the problems chiefly faced were the 1mbalance between the budget

spent and the benefits_derived. Moreover, participation in some of

the activities were permitito onl qumber of students, and not to all.
