Procedare
A 40-passage-multiple choice test was administered to

160 students of M.S. V science in Suankulab School and Rajinee

Bon School. After the test results had been interpreted by item -



analysis, 25 good items were selected and re-arranged as  Bh

(5 + 15 items) for Listening Comprehension and Ch (5 + 15 items)

for Reading Comprehension to form tue new tests. These tests were
administered to four groups of first yeaw students in King Mongkut's
Institute of Technologys Thonbﬁri {35 students in each group).

Group I took the' lisgéning test) before the recading test. Group II
took only the regading test. Group I11 took the reading test before
the listening test, and Group IV took only the listening tésta The
tests were scored,fand after tne lmean differences were calculated

Findings and Conclusions-

1« The comrelation between the scores of the-two tests in
Group I and Group fii-was—eid-and—sboy-respectively (both signi-
ficant at p (ian)n This indicates that the listening comprehension
correlated rather highly'with the . reading comprehension,‘and implies
that the subjects who scored high in reading compreﬁénsign, would
score high in listening comprehension, or vice versa. It also
implies that there was a transfer between listeningroompreheﬂsion
and readiﬁg compréhensiow, especially from reading tol.listening
coiprehensione

2. It was found that there was significant difference between
listening comprehension before reading comprehension (at p 11501,

td = 9.32 ) s and reading comprehension before listening
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comprehension { at p {07, t; = 554 ) which indicates that the
subjects scored differently when they had the test of listening
and the test of reading, and impliss ghat there was an effect on
the scores of different testé.

3. It was alsesfound.that there wers differences in the two
techniques, i+t the $€ciing/of listening before reading compre =
hension and the g@stinc of reading before listening { significant
at p {5;0?, t = 3404 ), fand”in fedching listening comprehension,
the students would have more wapid understanding if the teacher
allowed them to MAave reading comprehension first ( significant at
p {01, t = 2.95 ) but in teaching reading comprehension, it was
not necessary éo teagh listening comprehension before teaching -

reading comprehension ("significant at p {T901, t = ~1.04 ).

Re commendations

1. It isnreqommended that cloze tests be used alternatively
to multiple-chaice tests to measure listening and reading com-
prehension because ymany previous studies have shown that the
cloze test is as valid, reliable, objective and gconomical in
time, expense and energy as multiple-choice tests are. The cloze
testllcan bal very easily cons tructed andrstandardized.

2. Since there is a transfer between reading comprehens
sion and listening comprehension, it should bé useful to make more

and more use of this as a technique in teaching reading comprehen-
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sion before listening comprehension in order to help the studsents

to have a good attitude towa'rf-' glish,
