The purposes of this research were to study the facts con-
cernlng C1v1cs Instruction in the ubper secoﬁdary'échool in North
East of Thailand, to 1nvest1gate problems of teachers andsgstdéatts,
and also to find out their points of view and suggestions which
should be helpful for improving the curriculum, textbooks, and Civics

Questionnalres were sent to 25 ClVlcS teachers and 300
students_ln the upper secondary schoolss They were, 15 government
schools in :North East of Thailand. A11 the-questionnaires were
returned, The obtained data were analyzed and tabulated by per-
_centggg, arithmetic mean, standard deviation and then presented

in tables with explanatiohsp

Conclusions:

The instructional methods often used were lecturing,



explanlng with questlons, and sometimes gave the.students to express
thelr oplnlons or to-solve the. problems by dlscu551on. Students

were suggested to follow the current events from newspapers, radio ’
and academlc manuals. The important problems that the teachers faced
were the schools were unable to provide adequate'resources,'supple-
.mentary readings, academlc menuals, textbooks and audio-visuai_aid51
The research also showed that gtudents dlsllked this subject because
of the unlnterestlng content. Both teachers and students knew that
activities were valuable to prov1de wide experlences, but lack of
financial support made it isfimp0851ble. The purposes of evaluatlon
were to measure the effectiveness-of_learning. The teachers suggested
that the adm1nlstrators should prov1de more mMONey, time, instructional
materials and books for Civies 1hstruct10n. Students suggested that
instructional materials andhCivies textbooks should be revised to

modernize.

shouid be suitable to students® need and maturity. |

2e The school should be supported to provide the supﬁlemen-
tary readdngs and aud10-v1sual aids for teachers and students.
