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ABSTRACT

Purposes

The purposes of this research were to study the facts
and opinions of teachers and students concerning the learning and
teaching of ethicé, the problems and obstacles they are facingj;
in order to set up recommendation for the improvement of the progra

of teaching ethics in the upper vocational schools,

Procedures :

Questionnaires were sent to 20 teachers and 400 students
in 16 upper vocational schools in Bangkok-Thonburi Metropolitant
City. The oollected data were analyzed in percentage and mean and

then presented in tables and essays.

Findings>=

The major findings of this study were as follows : Most
teachers still use the lecture method and textbook method in

teaching ethics; They did not plan their lessons well before each



teaching due to lack of time for they are also assigned to teach
other subjects. The schools did not provide enough audio~visual
aids and instructional materials for both teachers and students.,
The students have less interest in this subject because they can
not see its use and meaning to their everyday living. The parents
eventhough see the value of studying this subject, they still have
no time to help their children in studying this subject closely

enough.

Recommendations

4. The Ministry of Education should improve the curriculum
and qualities of ethics text book.

2; The school should provide more meaningful audio~-visual
aids and supplementary instructional materials for both teachers
and students;

3; The College of Education should improve the quality
of the program of ethics teaching preparation.

4; The Supervisory Unit of the Vocational Department
should provide service for helping the teachers and schools solve
those problems.

5; The ethics teachers themselves should try to apply
new methods of teaching so that the studrnts' interest in this
subject will be aroused and the teaching more meaningful

6: Teachers of every subject should work closely with

the ethical teachers in perpetuating ethical values and behaviors

to all students.
