The lcopholes of the
law make possible the self-interpretation by various countries
for their own benefits and consequently, the enforcement is
ineffective. Besides, the carelessness and ignorance of the
seafarers, sonetines, cause such an undesirable result as the
marine pollution, For the stated reasons, this study is signifi-

The study analyzes the problems of the sea law in the areas
of territorial sea,.continental shelf, and the high seas which
originate from the aperture and obscleteness of the four Conventions

concluded at the Conference on the Law of the Sea at Gemeva in 1958,
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Given the inldefinitcness of the law concerning territorial sea

The vaguc-
ness of Article 1 of the Centinental Shelf Conventicn pernitted
ther to alsc claim their Yereeping jurisdicticn® to cxpleit the
rich npnatural and pincral rcsgurces at scabed and subgpil. isicde
fren this, benefits from fishing jurisdicticns in various parts
of the world alsoe produce international conflicts. The nere
advanced the werld is in teriss of industry and technology, the
rorc acute the problews of the pollution of the sca becciwe.
