The purposes of this study were 1) To develop and validate the causal models of
romantic relationship satisfaction. The models were hypothesized to have a direct effect from
extraversion and agreeableness to romantic relationship satisfaction, and indirect effect via
attachment styles (secure, anxious and avoidant) which mediated between extraversion and
agreeableness. 2) To analyze the invariance of romantic relationship satisfaction between
men and women. The research sample consisted of 380 students and people in general in
Bangkok Metropolitan. The variables consisted of two exogeneous variables (extraversion and
agreeableness) and four endogeneous variables (secure, anxious, avoidant , and romantic
relationship satisfaction ). The data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics, Pearson’s
product moment correlation and LISREL analysis. The major findings are as follows: 1. The
model of romantic relationship satisfaction was also fit well to the empirical data (Chi-square
= 0.87, degree of freedom = 1, p-value = 0.350, RMR = 0.951, RMSEA = 0.00 , AGFI = 0.984,
GFl= 0.999). Extraversion and agreeableness have direct effect to attachment styles and
romantic relationship satisfaction with statistical significance (p < .05). Extraversion and
agreeableness have indirect effect to romantic relationship satisfaction with statistical
significance (p = < .05) . Attachment styles have direct effect to romantic relationship
satisfaction with statistical significance (p < .05). 2. The model of romantic relationship
satisfaction between men and women indicated invariance of model pattern and parameter
matrix of causal effects between the effect size of endogeneous variables to exogenous
variables, the effect size of exogeneous variables to exogenous variables, variance -

covariance of the endogeneous variables, and variance - covariance of the exogenous

variable.
