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Program notes

Premiere Rhapsodie Claude Debussy

Claude Debussy was born on August 22, 1862 in St. Germain-En-Laye, France and died on March 25, 1918 in
Paris. He wrote Premiére rhapsodie for Clarinet and Orchestra in 1911. The work runs approximately 7
minutes in performance and is scored for solo clarinet, 3 flutes, 2 oboes, English horn, 2 clarinets, 3 bassoons,

4 horns, 2 trumpets, percussion, 2 harps, and orchestral strings.

In July, Debussy sat on the jury for the conservatory’s annual woodwind concours (exit examinations), and that
fall he was asked to compose the clarinet test piece for the following year; he obliged with thePremiere
rapsodie. On July 14, 1910, he duly listened as 11 students — all but one of whom he dismissed as
“nondescript” — worked their way through the piece; “to judge by the expressions on the faces of my
colleagues,” he said, “the Rapsodie was a success!” He considered the piece “one of the most charming I have
ever written,” and liked it enough to arrange the piano part for orchestra, producing one of his very few

concerto-type compositions.

Concours pieces were supposed to test both lyricism and virtuosity in the performer, and so typically had a
slow-fast form. The Premiére rapsodie does begin with a languid, filmy section marked “Dreamily slow,” and
does continue with music marked “Moderately animated” and “scherzando” (playfully), yet its structure is
hardly straightforward. There are several distinct themes, several brief clarinet cadenzas, and many shifts of
tempo. The result is a sophisticated, unpredictable, rondo-like piece whose range of ideas, moods, and

sonorities is much wider than its modest proportions would lead one to expect.
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Sonatina for Clarinet and Piano Bohuslav Martinu

The Sonatina reveals the influence of the neoclassicism of Francis Poulenc and Igor
Stravinsky and the "rich palette of tone-colours" of Claude Debussy. It is filled with
dance (polka) and march rhythms and virtuosic runs. Passages of a cheerful nature
containing unexpected syncopations alternate with more earnest lyrical ones. In this
music can be seen the composer's nostalgia for the happier, more productive time he
had spent in Paris (1923-1940), years filled with spirited interactions with the group
of "Les Six."Notwithstanding its elegance and finish, the music also embraces the

passionate strength of his Czech roots.
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There pieces for Clarinet Solo Igor Stravinsky

It was during his sojourn in Switzerland during World War | that Stravinsky, the leader
of the 20 th century neo-classical movement, composed these three pieces for solo
clarinet. They were written for Swiss amateur clarinetist and philanthropist Werner
Rheinhart in appreciation for his support of the original production of Stravinsky’s
important theater/chamber work L’histoire du soldat (The Soldier's Tale). David
Shifrin writes of the music: “It was one of the first works for an unaccompanied wind
instrument, and served as the prototype for many subsequent works. All three pieces
are written in unconventional meter notations. The first, “Sempre p e molto
tranquillo,” evokes just such a mood despite the fact that only once are there three
consecutive measures in the same meter.The second piece has no title or bar lines
but the performer is instructed that the value of a sixteenth note is to remain equal
throughout. It is in a sort of ABA form or a dialogue between the brilliant and insistent
high register and the more persuasive and softer qualities of the low register. The
third piece is headed “loud from beginning to end” and once again employs bar lines
with constantly shifting meters. The effect of this piece is a breathless one and | think
of it as a combination of a fast dance with constantly shifting pulse and a ragtime-
perpetual motion.”

Sonate in E flate Major, Op.120 No.2 Johannes Brahms

The second sonata in E-flat returns to the three-movement structure used in
the first two violin sonatas and the first cello sonata, but contains no true slow
movement. The first movement is perhaps Brahms’s most subtle and fluid sonata
form. The development section is extraordinarily rich in content, especially its latter
portion, which is used as the material for the magical coda. The main theme is highly
ingratiating and amiable (the movement is in fact marked “Allegro amabile”), as if
Brahms wished to give a final repudiation to the serious and severe first movements
of not only the first sonata, but also the quintet and trio with clarinet. The middle
movement is the last scherzo Brahms ever wrote. It is passionate and virile, but has
a sort of seething restraint. Its E-flat-minor key is the same as his earliest published
scherzo (and earliest published work), the Op. 4 piece for piano. Like that piece, it
has a trio section in B major, which has a confident, noble, glowing warmth. Brahms
follows his last scherzo movement with his last theme and variations. Previous
works to end with this form include the Third String Quartet (Op. 67) and the Clarinet
Quintet (Op. 115). The theme has a certain relationship with the main theme of the
first movement from Op. 120, No. 1, sort of bringing the pair of sonatas full circle. A
four-bar first section with an always varied repetition is followed by a six-bar second
part. The variations increase in activity until the fourth, which comes to a near
standstill before the “Allegro” outburst of Variation 5, which is in a new 2/4 meter and
the minor key. The coda is joyous and brilliant. After meditating on the distinctive
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closing gesture and main melody for a while, it erupts into a jovial, even comical final
flourish to close Brahms’s chamber music oeuvre.In the guide, the clarinet version is
used for the full analysis. An abbreviated, more rudimentary guide is provided for a
recording with viola, with detailed descriptions of the viola part’s deviations from the
clarinet. The most distinctive of these are the double stops and extensions at the
end of the trio section of the scherzo.
