The scheme is Beaed upon the English alphabet; each
gywbol from 4 to Z is preceded Ly 370, attaching the varicus
classes in peguence. In the following outline,thie nuamber 370
is not expresaed inpresenting the details of the Texttoouk
Claspification Scheme. This schere could be used by itself
in & small collection and sould also Le inserted in the
mechanizm for ¢lassing a large general eplleection. Devicges
for suech use and insertion will wary according to the type

of library and the adaptotions made for the uas of particular

- eollecticons of textbookas

Readers may he intersested alsc in ancther report,
Olassing Curriculum Guides and Related PulLlications ( OFE
14031 -~ 22) wiich desecribes a special adaptation of the TCS.

supplementary laterials

Four letters are held at the beginning of the wlphatet
fcr the display of supplementary materials: not textbooks,
but publications having speeinl relationships and funetions
in scheol programs. Experience has proved that Center’s visitors
find it helpful to hawve the textbooks shelved near trade bocks

and other supplementary materials.

The letter &4 i4 zagingned fto "Encyeclopedias and Genersal
Referenes Works" for school Iibrarieas. The letter B is currently

unaspigned.
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The letter € is asaigned to trade books for children.
The body of children’s literature is held here,but classified
acecording to the Dewey Decimal Classification, as in most
school libraries. The letter € serves Loth as a placing deviee
within the overall sequence of materials on the Center ashelwes,
and a3 a protection against confusing a Wook for children with
a book for adults about the same subject. By thia arrangement,
s history of the United Statea written for adults would ho
alaspad as 473,wher¢as a trade book a2bout United States history
written for children and intended for uwse with schgool litrary
eollections would be elasaed as 3700973, or eimply C9T73. This
ia saimilar tc the practice by whioch scme publie libraies
precede their Dewey numbers for bouoks in the children's
collections by J { for "Juvenile") to distinguiah them from

adult books in the same subject areas.

The letter D is assigned to "Materials for Special
Purpuses," and now includes {a) beginning-to-read booka, (b)
books with low-vocabulary, high-interest factors for nonperform-
ing readers of the intermediate and upper grades,{c¢} adaptations
and eondensations of literary works, {(d) materials for adult
education, (e} materizles for reiarded and for rhysically
handicapped students, and () auxiliary textbocks if the librarian
wishes to place here those books differentiated {rom bLasic
texts and standard trede books for library and claseroogm uee.

In the pregent edition, new categoriez are added for wsterials
used in zdult basiec education, and in speeifie types of schools.
The Center has reeeived and e¢lassed in the appropriate
categories booke developed for wse in American Indian school,
religious =schools of several denominstions, and urben schools,
ith some books developed for nnd by sehools in the Great

Cities Progrem for Schonl Improvensnt.
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Textbooks

Booke specifically produced as textbooks are claseified
from E to &4. Within this sequence of the clphabet 10 lettera
are asaigned to common curriculum areas; seven are left
unzseigned but available Tor subjeeta not at this time
covered in elementary and secondary schovls. The letter P
is suggeated for "Religion" in parcchisl and independent
schools. ¥ is weed in the Center to loonte the publications
of companies in the United States in luwmgnazses other than
English, while ¥ identifiee textbooks of foreign comntries.
The letter X is assigned to "Materiuls about Taxtbooks,"

and 7 is zasigned to "Bibliogzraphiee of Textlooks."

The textbooks elassified asccording to this scheme are
arranged on the Center’s shelves first, according to the
currioulum ares in which they are used {e.g. English, acecial
studies, and soience} and second, acecording to the course
they are prepared to  support (e.g.history,gecgraphy, and
c¢ivios). Dooks are no longer separated on the Center’s shelves
aceording to whether they might be used in elementary or

gecondary sehool.

Within each coures, the books are arranged, first,
acoording to the alphaletical prder of their publishers?
names; second, by grade levely and third {and only if necessary

to distinguish separate titles), by cuthor.

‘Librarians will note here ¢ deviation from the orthodox
practice of "Cuttering" according to author. However, the
special pnature of the Center's eolleetion and the apeoial
needs of its users indicate that the publisher’s name i@ a
more practical guide %o these documonts than is the author’s

nama.
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Hotation Uned

The notation weed to represent this echeme is a mixed

one, eombining uppercase letters with declmal numbers.

Librarians who wish to separate bocks schoel level might
conaider the Center'e former practice of using lowercase
initale ¢ and s vlementary and gecondary schoul levels; J oT
m might ne used to represent Junior high or middle aschool.
In suoch a situation, using the deaignticn Eg, the curriculum
area "Native Language and Literature" would be repregented
by E, #hile the school level {elementary)} is reprepented by
2.83 or Eo would indieate #nglish at the junior high or
middle school level, while Es would indicate English at the

secondary eschool level.

In all surriculum areasg%ggﬁtuf foreign langugzse, =
second divisicn separates the books aescording %o subjact.
The firat subjeect moted for English is "Analysia and
Compoaition”; the seccond is "Reading"i and the third,
"Journaliam." These subjects are arranged, when posaible,
aceording to the development of curriculum patterns and
gtruoture, and are expressed in terns of a de¢imal prog-
repsion form .1 througe .9. E.1 thus represents "Analyszis
and Dompmsitiﬁn" and E.3 represents "Journalism." {(For most
curriculum areas, .3 could be used to classify books prepared
primarily for college students but used in some =zeecndary
schoolas with advaneed students. The designation for thié
category eould be "iceelerated Program.” This arrangenent
is not used in the Educational Materiala Center, but tne .4

aeems a useful cne for small collecticons of texthooks.}

In a third divis=ion, toe deecimal placee beyond the first
indicate subjeets within a eourse. E.11 thus represents

"Penmonahip,” #while E.£1 representa “Improvement of Resding.™
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For the area of foreign languaxes, o variation is
nesgspary beecause of the number of languages being taught
and the¢ differences in programs. liore than 10 languages are
eurrently tauveht in schools in the United States; therefore,
the deeimnl deviece could net be used in a major separation
9f these courses. It seems best to classify books in this
arga ¢l the curriculum by using a3 & basis of the Tirst
decimal division the fazmily relationships umong languages.
This brings all the Indo~European languages together under
=1-. with Romanic lenguagee grouped under +12, Germanio
languages under .13, and Slavic under .14. The Semitic
languages are brought toxether under .2. The Sina-Tibetan
Tumily is olussilied in o division .3. Jupanese, am a cur-

rently unaffilisted, is classified in n divigion .4 =28 .911

In the F achedule, the numbers in the fourth, Tifth,
and sixth decimul places are identical with thoese used for
the same subjeets in the first, sscond, and third decimal

placea of the E schedule.
Combining Synbola

Letters used to represent curriculum areas can be
combined as a deviece to represent u relationship between two
0T moré areas. The books are then shelved in the area eof major
gignificance. The I schedule represents the solution by this
devinoe of cne problem. "Materials for Speeial Purposes" covers
many &ubjeots; the books are used in sehool lilrary collections
t0 supplement the eurriculum, and are spmetimee adopted for
use as dartbooks. Their distinguishing feature is the -
pregentation of +the subject matter. Classing such bucks in
D and using the cother appropriate uppercase lettera in second
position to indiecats the subject has proved a useful device

in the Educationsal laterials Center.

However. in response to the development and pro-
liferstion of several types of supplementery materials,
some of these "special books" are now grranged on the
Center’s shelves in closer proximity to rulsted curriculum
arcas. This is accomplished by attaching the appropriate D
symbol following the symbol for curriculum area mnd CouUrse
nuober, instead of preceding it. For example, auxiliary
textbooks in bioclogy are now classed as J:2D.% rather tnan
De8J.2, and auxiliary textbooks for comparative study of
communiem and demoeracy as H.461D0.9Y  instead of D.Y9H. 461,

Ho punctuating link is used here.

It should be emphasized that these changes, in the
use of the Textbook Classificaotion Scheme nnd in the Center's
arrangement of ita shelves, sre designed to fit the preuliar
characteristies of its wegllections and the particular needa
of itg vigitors, and argg&y any sense changes in the hagic
achome itemelf.

Librarians and materials epecialists will find it
possible either to use the original editions of the texthook
olagsification acheme or to follow its developing format aa

deseribed herein.

Textbooke that are written for speeial application
of one subjeet orea within another can be classed by -
combining symbols and shelying in the most paertinent ares,
If a text in business arithmetic is thus olassed as T.8:K.1,
2nd one in business English is olassed T.8:E, they would he
shelved in the alphabtetie sequence of their seymbole, follow-
ipg.nther T-B bpoke. Such a book as jlgebra for Electronics
ﬁﬁuld be classed as Te6d:Ka3 and shelved following all
boﬁka'dealing ¢nly with eleotronies. Texts for shop -
nathematles are clessed ag T,1:K and ahelfed following
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books for general shop work. The use of the colen azs a link
in thie situation proves halpful in sokbining sywbols of

nearly equal importancs.
Call Numbers

Tt is possible, by means of tinie classification echeme,
to aseign a "eall number" to e¢ach book in the collection,
if this is desired. The call number for a %extbook can he

represented as followa:

Although this scheme was developed as an aid in arranging
books published in the United States, it oan be adapted for
the classification of the school putlicztiona of other

countries.

The index to suoch & scheme will need to be revised to fit
the changing needs of any center where the scheme is used.
The seneme and index reprinted on the pagea following
represent the current arrangement of bogks in the Educational

Hateriels - Center.
Programed Instruetion

At the present {ime, programed instructional materials
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are slagsified in the same way as traditional textbooks,

and shelved beside textbooks im appropriate curriculum aress.

In the techniecal processing of these rrogramed materimls,
the catalog cards preparsd for thew are yellow, contrasting
with the wbite cerd stock used for texttocks; and n lowercase
P is added to the class number. Thus a programed textbook in
arithmetie would be ecloseed as K.lp. Morsover, an extra
catalog card for each item is prepared, and these cards are
malntained in a4 separate Tile as an  index *0 the programed
