This research is aiming to study the application of legal authority of governmental

organisations in managing the pollution from factories.

The research has found that the organisations involved conmsist of those under central
administration, local administration, regional administration, and public enterprises. It is also found
that many provisions of laws are concerned, both are purposing to the environmental matter directly !
and rare concerning by interpretation or amendment afterwards. It is different from other countries, jor
example, the United States and Japan, there are organisations mainly in charge of the probiern and the
laws controlling the spread of specific pollutions, that is, air pollution, water pollution and hazardous
wastes. The governmental organisations in Thailand concerning the factory pollution problem which
act according to the scope of futhority under the laws, and the policy as well, which correlate to
power of authorithy. This interaction then causes inefficiency to the management of pollution from

factories.

According to the study, there are three suggestions. Firstly, the role of the organisations
concerning the environmental pollutions from factories should be improved to be more conformable.
The penalty should be appropriate to the offences. Inaddition, the laws contrelling the problem should
be enacted in accordance with the way of the spread of pollution. Secondly, regional commitice
should be estabished in every province. Thirdly, the role of public participation should be enhanced. ‘
It is necessary to enact the laws to support the public right according to constitution. The Citizen suit

and the Watchdogs should be applied. And public environmental organisations should also be

established.
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
