The purpose of this study was to examine the relation between Neuroticism and
interrogative suggestibility which was mediated by state anxiety. Participants were 165
undergraduates from five public universities (Chulalongkorn University, Thammasart University,
Kasetsart University, Silpakorn University and King Mongkut's Institute of Technology), which
consisted of 57 males and 108 females. The participants average age was 20.21 (SD=1.31).
The experiment was divided into 3 phases. First of all, participants were assigned to listen to an
audio clip, when the clip had finished, then, they were asked to recall the story (Immediate
Recall) that they had listened to. Secondly, participants were asked to complete two
questionnaires, which were NEO Personality Inventory-Revised (NEO PI-R) and State-Trait
Anxiety Inventory Form Y (STAI-Y). Finally, participants were asked to recall the story (Delayed
Recall) again, followed by asking them 20 questions from GSS2. The result only showed a
statistically significant indirect effect from Neuroticism to Yield 1, however there was no direct

effect showed in this study.
