The purpose of this study was to examine the relation between internet activities in older
adults and psychological well-being. Participants were 229 older adults (above 50 years old). Using
questionnaires, consisted of personal data of participant, internet use profile of participant, and
psychological well-being. Researchers collected the data using online questionnaires and paper
questionnaires.

The results indicated that internet activities were significantly correlated with some
dimensions of psychological well-being and global psychological well-being, as in the followings;

Using internet for communication was positively and significantly related with environmental
mastery (8 = 227, p < .05).

Using internet for entertainment was negative and significantly related with personal growth
(B =-.191, p <.05), purpose in life (B = -.283, p < .05) and global psychological well-being (8 =-
163, p < .05).

Using internet for finding information was positively and significantly related with autonomy
(B =.230, p < .05), personal growth (B = .281, p < .05), purpose in life (B = .292, p < .05) and
global psychological well-being (B = 190, p < .05).

And using internet for finding new people was negatively and significantly related with

positive relations with others (8 = -.229, p < .05).
