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ABSTRACT

' This research aims at studying about selection suitable project
for Rural Employment General Prégram which has been done in the present,
analyze the flaws of the system , and bring those flaws to be adjusted
and changed , to get the most suitable system for program selection ,
including the suggestion of new style of program selection , comparing
advantage and disadvantage of both systems in the aspect of social scienceé

and other.

As‘a result of the study , it is found that the Rural Employment
General Program is the program arranged by the government whose main
purposes aim at increasing income for people in the rural areas to h;ve
Job in the seasonal unemployment period from the construction of public
properties , develop and raise the ability level of district council .
promote democratic political system in the local level » encourage the
roles and duties of varibus parts of government offices , both amphur
and province levels to be jointly reéponsible'for the operation', and

promote the mental development together with material development .



According to the present program selection , the consideration
for selecting the program is to lét the district council to take the
firs£ ten programs of district development plan 1983. These ten programs
will be regarded as first priority of the district , and the suggestioﬁ
for the program has to follow the policy and guideline of Rural Employment
General Program 1983 , which the mentioned pProgram selection does not
bring the rate of return of the program in various aspects to be the
component of consideration for program selection consequently , the

program selection may not be so suitable.

By the suggested new style of program selection , more opportunities
of suggesting the program will be available regardless of whether the
suggested program is in the district development plan oy het., IF it is
the necessity of the people , the consideration for program selection
which may come from the percentage of necessity of each category of program 3
of the questionaire from the people in that province directly , this will
enable the program selection to follow the majority most. The sﬁggestgd
pProgram selection will consider the returns in various aspects which cause
effects to each category of program selection to be a component which have
different weights of importance. After that the estimation will be done
to conclude the value of those Qeighted components , to regard it as the
return value of the program. After that the Program selection system will
be adjusted to be mathematical problem ,» to fine the result of suitable
program for Rural Employment General Program » by the technique of zere -

one inter linear programming.



From the comparative analysis of both program selection , which
will find that the suggested program selection will give better result
than the program selection used in the present , because by the suggested
program selection , the components which have effects to Program selection
will be brought to consider for program selection consequently , the result
of selection in this type will be petter than the old type in many aspects
especially in the aspect of long term development of people's efficiency ,

for the advancement of country the future.
