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The purpose of this thesis is to study the role of the Security Council and its
relationship with the International Criminal Court in terms of its power according to the
Charter of the United Nations which forms the basis for its operationalization under the Rome
Statute of the International Criminal Court. The study also includes the role of the Security
Council related to international tribunals in the past.

Tie study's findings reveal that there are both benefits and limitations for the
operationofa political body like the Security Council in the International Criminal Court. The
power ofne Security Council to trigger the jurisdiction of the court enables the prosecution of
perpetratrs and it closes legal loopholes in regard to individual responsibilities. The
Security ouncil also has power over States Parties and Non-State Parties, and plays a role
in law erorcement and the initial scrutiny of cases to be referred to the court. However, the
Rome stute of the International Criminal Court empowers the Security Council to such an
extent tit could hinder the court’s performance by way of a resolution adopted under
Chapter'll of the Charter of the United Nations to the extent that no investigation or
prosecuin may be commenced or undertaken for a period of 12 months. Therefore, the
sole exeise of the existing power of the Security Council is not adequate for the effective
suppress of international crimes. The role of the International Criminal Court should be
clearly nsistent with that of the Security Council in order to promote the role of both
organizons in the suppression of international crimes.
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
