The purpose of this research was to study the state and problems  public
Relations in the demonstration schools under the Ministry of University Affairs, Bangkok.
The population were 43 administrators and the samples were 234 teachers. Statistics used to
analyze the data were frequency and percentage. The theoretical framework for this study was
the public relations management in 7 aspects which were 1) Relationship between school personnel,
2) Relationship between teachers and students, 3) Relationship between alumni and schools 1
4) Relationship between schools 1parents and communities, 5) Relationship between parents and
teachers, alumnus, and other associations, 6) School activities and school community services,
and 7) The use of printed document and mass media .

Itwas found that the 7 aspects of School Public Relations was in practice. There were 58 %
of schools had problems in 1) Relationship between school personnel, 2) Relationship between
teachers and students, and 3) School activities and school community services. And 34% had
problems in 1) Relationship between alumni and schools, 2) Relationship between schools, parents
and communities, 3) Relationship between parents and teachers, alumnus, and other associations,
and 4) The use of printed document and mass media as their problems.
