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The objective of this thesis is for educational purpose to analyze Trang’s geography area in
order to leamn about the development of the district, including its area, current communities, as well
as its future changes. Studying Trang and its problems will help with the studies of other areas in
developing and solving problems.  Furthermore, this study will be useful information for relevant
department in constructing procedures and methods to develop Trangs district efficiently.

From the study, Trang seemed to have been continuously developing. The change of its
geographic setting, occurred 90 years ago, was for strategic purpose. However, its culture and
society was long existed, even before the name of the city was announced. Their transportation was
eased by the main river in their area.

Once they moved, there has been a development of land transportation. Therefore, this
allows Trang to be one of the main business areas for Thailand and South East Asia. Although Trang
is becoming part of major business players, the district itself sill maintain part of its infrastructure,
The buildings are similar to Shino-Portuguese style. Currently, peaple still live inthese buildings but
some buildings have gone down. The living area and downtown area became more crowded. Along
the side of the main streets, people started to move there to reserve their living space. Further, new
activities have been created and more pubs were opened during the night time.

According to the study, it was discovered that what made Trang less attractive is due to the
changes of its economic regulations. For example, there has been a development of transportation
inthe major port of Songkla’s port. Nevertheless, Trang still maintain to be one of the major business
area but only at the province level. Trang still does business with other Amphur that are inthe area
and have capability in handling business within its own province, as well as have regulations to
enhance tourist activities. The main problems for Trang are that its infrastructure is starting to wom
down and the inadequate plan of its area expansion.

The recommendations to improve Trang's area and its society are: 1 To improve the role
and responsibility to support the business, including tourist activities. 2. To improve and control the
expansion of its area inthe most efficient way. 3. To enhance the strength of its community and to
develop the province in relevance to their living styles.
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
