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(ODA) toward Southeast Asia under Prime Minister Shinzp Abe Regime.
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The research purpose to study an implication of Japan’s official
development assistance charter in 2015 and Abe Shinzo’s foreign strategy toward
Southeast Asia by using the concept of Soft Balancing. Japan has applied ODA as
strategic tool of foreign strategy since post WWII period particularly toward Southeast
Asia region. This region is mainly target area of Japanese ODA and crucial for Japan’s
economic and security strategies. Moreover, Japanese government has revised the
ODA policy in Southeast Asia based on goal and method of their foreign strategies
toward the region. The result found that, Abe government use ODA to strategically
contain the expanding Chinese influence over Southeast Asia by supporting the
ASEAN Centrality and developmental capability of ASEAN member countries. ODA is
aimed to decrease ASEAN and member countries rely on China and preserve regional
order that is advantageous to Japan’s interest in the region. As the rise of China,
especially maritime power expanding and Belt and Road strategy, challenge

Japanese strategy and influence in Southeast Asia.
