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One,of the salient principles under the Rules of Law in providing protection for the people from
the acts of administrative officials is that any administrative_acts shall be lawful. For the purpose of such
protection, the administrative acts have to be supervised. In Thailand, so far, the suE_erwsmn by the judicial
Institution is the “single court” system. The court of justice have Jurlsdlctlon over all kinds of cases, m,cludmg
administrative cases.”Now, howaever, the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, B.E. 2540, Section 27
provides for the establishment of the administrative court which”shall have jurisdiction over administrative
cases. Henceforth, the system of the institutions exermsmg judicial power in examlnln? the legality of the
administration has been changed to the so-called “double court” system. The courf of justice ‘and the
administrative court will separately and concurrently operate. Once the administrative court is established, in
principle, the administrative court will have jurisdiction over all administrative acts, and, therefore, the court of
justice will no longer have power to adjudicate administrative cases.

.. This research is aimed to study which kinds of cases arising from administrative act should not he
within the jurisdiction of the administrative court, but, instead, should be within, the jurisdiction of the court of
justice or other courts. These Kinds of cases will be exempted from the jurisdiction of the administraive court
It appears from the research on the cases under the jurisdiction of thé administrative court in Germany and
France, that, in principle, cases arising from administrative acts are under the jurisdiction of the administrative
court, but, however, in no cquntrz{ the power of the court of éustlce or other courts is wholly terminated. The
court of justice in the countries sfill retains the power to adjudicate some kinds of administrative cases, due to
the reasons that the provisions of the laws so provide, or the national customs so demand, or due to some other
reasons, for example, the specialty in some special laws of the judges as well as the public trust in the judicial
institutions.. In Thailand, such principles have not yet been developed. Therefore, problems rega_rdmrtl conflict
between jurisdiction of the administrative court and that of other courts may arise, once the administrative court

IS established.

_This dissertation, therefore, proposes. that some kinds of cases relating to administrative acts
should be within the jurisdiction of the court of 1[ust|ce or other courts. This is for the Purpose of creating clear
academic understan mg ~and providing adequate protection for the peaple’s rights from the exercise of the
public power by state officials or agencies, under the Rules of Law. The kinds of cases comprise:
