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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the
assertive behavior of the students in Physical Education
Colleges as perceived by themselves. The subjects were 900
physical education students who were studying in the second
year of the Certificate of High Education Level in 1984 .and
systemetic randomly selected from College of Physical
Education Bangkok and 8 provincial Physical Education
Colleges, such as the College of Physical Education of
Chiang - Mai, the College of Physical Education of Lam - Pang,
the College of Physical Education of Udorn, the College of
Physical Education of Srisaket, the College of Physical
Education of Yaia, the College of Physical Education of
Chumporn, the College of Physical Education of Chonburi and
the College of Physical Education of Supanburi. One hundred
subjects were systemetic randomly selected from each colleges.
The purposes of this study are (1) To study the assertive
behavior of physical education college students as perceived



by themselves; (2) To compare the assertive behavior

between athlete and non - athlete students in colleges

of physical education (3) To compare the assertive behavior

between team and individual Sport athletes. Assertive

behavior was assessed by The College Self- Expression Scale.
Statistical methods useded for data analyses were

Chi- Square and percentage. The results indicated that

(L) the high assertive students in physical education

colleges were 14.00 percent, the moderated assertive students

were 72.-67 percent and the rest were low assertive students;

(2) athletes and non- athlete students were not significantly

different in assertive behavior; (3) team sport athelte

and individule sport athlete students were not significantly

different in assertive behavior.
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
