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The purpose of the stud}7 of Voting Behavior in the General Election and the Bangkok
Metropolitan Governor’s Election is to analyze and compare the difference in  voting behavior of the
general public between the general election and the Bangkok metropolitan Governor’s election. This study
is focused on the differences of social, economic, political interests, election campaign methods, mass
communication, and public opinion polls of the Bangkok Metropolitan election in Huay Kwang district.
This study also place emphasis on the July 2, 1995 general election, and the June 2, 1996 Bangkok
Metropolitan Governor’s election. Results of this research were obtained by conducting research oil voter

guestionnaires as well as public opinion polls, utilizing 300 sets of questionnaires.

This research revealed the differences in election behaviors for both levels ill Huay Kwang
district in the areas of sex, age, education, and the candidates’ campaigning efforts prior to the election, to
include advitersing medium such as banners, slogans, and signs. The predominant opinions of those polled
during tins study was found to correlate directly to areas such as occupation, levels of income, personal
relationship with particular candidates, voter satisfaction with incumbents and candidates, voter opinion

polls, and public awareness of the candidates’ campaign issues.

Additionally, the study found that there were more attempts of vote-buying by the candidates
during the general election as opposed to the Bangkok Metropolitan Governor's election. Overall, the study
also found that the Bangkok city governor’s administration was quicker at resolving constituents’ issues and

concerns than the elected Members of Parliament.

In comparison, those voters polled in Huay Kwang district were found to be more concerned

with the general election, than they were with the local district’s election.
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
