The purpose of this research is to compare dating motivation and preferences
for their dating partners’s characteristics between high and low self-monitoring
individuals. The sample consisted of 400 Chulalongkorn University students and 400
employed people who graduated with at least bachelor’s degree, were currently having
dating partners, and aged 23-27. Instruments included self-monitoring scale, dating
motivation scale, and preferences for characteristics of dating partners scale.

Results show that:

1. High self-monitoring individuals have greater extrinsic motivation than low
self-monitoring individuals (p < .001).

2. Low self-monitoring individuals have greater intrinsic motivation than high
self-monitoring individuals (p < .01).

3. High and low self-monitoring individuals prefer different characteristics for
some aspects (healthy, sense of humor, physically attractive, financial resources, social
status, similar values, sexual experience, faithful and loyal, and educational level) and
no differences are found for some aspects (responsible, intelligent, good parent, kind
and considerate, exciting personality, and sex appeal).

4. There are no differences on dating motivation and characteristic preferences
between university students and employed people with similar fypes of self-monitoring.
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
