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This research aimed to do case study of homeschooling talented child by emphasizing on 1) the nature and
problems of talented child, 2) the roles of parents in bringing up and enhancing the child, and 3) homeschooling for the
talented child. The cases of this research were two homeschooling talented boys. Data were collected by means of
interviewing, observing, autobiography, daily record, questionnaire and psychological measurements. The research results
were as follows:-

1) The nature and problems of talented child: (1) physical development, more rapid rate of growth than the
standard of normal child; (2) emotional development, meticulous and rather sensitive, annoyinglor oppressive feeling
when the work was not completely done; (3) social development, usually had only Lor 2 friends and did not enjoy doing
activities with the others; (4) intelligence ability, higher intelligence quotient than general norm of the same age group; (5)
aptitude and capability, distinguish capability, strong intent to work, rapid learning, having good memory and creative
idea in interested matter; (6) self-perception, high self-efficacy and self-esteem, always curious, liked to seek for new
knowledge and learned from actual practice; (7) social and adjustment problems, being irritated and showing resistant or
fretful behavior in the restricted or forced situations as well as expressing immature and petulant emotion on unsuccessful
intention, lack of communicative skills in writing and explanation.

2) The roles of parents in bringing up and enhancing the talented child: regularly cherished him with love and
warmth, encouraged and pleased him, let him express his opinions, promoted him to help himself, gave the good advices and
suggestions. As for enhancing the child to increase knowledge and experience, the child was regularly taken to several places,
providing the places and sources of study according to his interest and promoting him to participate in his favored activities,
providing books, equipments, and internet use in searching for knowledge according to his needs, applying technology to
help the child to create work and providing rooms or private corner used for study and advancement his talent.

3) Homeschooling for the talented child: (1) concepts and goals, the parents aimed to enable the child to be
happy learning and developing his potential capability through freedom in learning and self-reliance; (2) educational
management was in terms of single family with individual studying program, integrated learning activities emphasizing on
learning by doing, actual practices and field trips; subject content was organized through the curriculum of Ministry of
Education and foreign resources relevant to the child’s age level; authentic assessments were used by observations and
evaluations of the child’s work and development; present transfers of education qualifications were from the Non-Formal
Education System for the secondary education level and registration with the Moo Ban Dek School for the elementary
education level; (3) problems and suggestions, insufficient and obsolete sources of knowledge; limitation of funding;
limitation of parents about advanced knowledge required by the child who need to learn with specialist; suggestions from
the parents of homeschooling talented child were for the government authorities related to the provision of education from
elementary education up to secondary education levels to provide systematic and continuous support for enhancing the
talented child.
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
