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This research attempted to identify the selected factors that related to
caregiver involvement in bringing their child to an Early Intervention Center. The sample
included 143 subjects divided into two groups: (1) 73 caregivers who brought their child
to an Early Intervention Center and (2) 70 caregivers who didn't bring their child to an
Early Intervention Center. The research instruments were level of satisfaction in services
providing by Early Intervention Center Questionnaire and Caregivers' understanding and
faith in Early Intervention Questionnaire. The data were analyzed by the discriminant
analysis technique with stepwise methods. Wilks's Lambda was used as the entry
criterion.

Stepwise discriminant function analyses identified four variables accounting
for 68.6 percent of the total variance between the two groups. Listed in order of relative
importance, these variables were: (1) Interaction between child and caregiver service (2)
Early Intervention service (3) Management service and (4) Giving knowledge, counseling
and information service. The percentage of correct classification for predicted group
membership of caregivers continue bringing the child to the Early Intervention Center
was 93.7.
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
