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The purpose of this study was to examine the characteristics of the
intentions to take care of HIV-infected patients and any interactions which
has had an impact on the intentions among nurses, as well as to classify
predicting ability. The variables in the study were comprised the intentions
to take care, job satisfaction, fear of AIDS, personal ability, policy of
prevention, and demographic characteristics.

The eligible population included 360 registered nurses who working
in this profession continuously longer than 6 months, from Nursing Division,
Songklanagarind Hospital. The instrument used in this study was a self-
administered questionnaire constructed by the researcher from extensive
analysis of related literature prior to the pretest. The questionnaire
inventory, which was used to measure the intention to take care was built
based on the Ajzen and Fishbein Theory of Reasoned Action. Content validity
was assessed by experts, and reliability was assessed through Cronbach's
alpha. The internal consistency was Q.79.

The data obtained from 343 respondents (a response rate of 95.27 7o)
were analyzed. The following conclusions were based on the findings of this
Investigation

1. Most of registered nurses (67.06 70) in Songklanagarind Hospital
have moderate level of intention to take care of HIV-infected patients.

2. The significant factors corelated with the intentions to take
care of HIV-infected patients include job satisfaction, fear of AIDS,
difficulty of adhering Universal Precaution procedures.

3. Two variables, i.e. job satisfaction and fear of AIDS are found
to be able to significantly explain the variation of nurses' intentions to
take care of HIV-infected patients. Both variables account for 20 T
(R2 = 0.195).

In addition, nurses also reveal their needs in cases whenever taking
care for HIV-infected patients, such as adequate medical instruments and
supplies, updating knowledge, and salary supplementation as a fringe benefit.

This research has the objective to study the various factors
affecting the decision of the people to participate in Buddhist activities
at Wat Amphawan and to study the role of a religious leader in persuading
people to participate in Buddhist activities.

The factors which influence decision for people to participate
in Buddhist activities at Wat Amphawan include the role of the abbot
as the spiritual leader of the people. He provides support to people
spiritually, and, most importantly, because of his wisdom and knowledge
he is able to advise people on how to solve the problems themselves.
The spiritual authority of the abbot leads others to respect, trust,
and admire him. They follow his path of correct behavior without him
having to exert his authority. Max Weber called this type of leader
a "charismatic leader." This study indicates that the important
factors influencing the participation in Buddhist religious activities
are:

1. Behavior and personality of the abbot

2. Leadership qualities of the abbot

3. Physical and Environmental conditions of the temple.
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
