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The purpose of this research was to stud)r the relationships between
selected factors and marital satisfaction of early adult married working women
in Bangkok Metropolis. Three hundred samples completed the Questionnaires and
Roach's Marital Satisfaction Scale (19s1). Basic statistics and stepwise
multiple regression analysis were used to analyze the data.

Major findings were as follows:

4. Six25e|ected factors which could be used as predictors of m arital
satisfaction (R = .7519) were ranked in their power of prediction as follows:
E ffective communication, relative deprivation, accepting from the significant
persons in life (your parents), educational level, and quality of marital
status of parents.
