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The purpose of this study was to investigate the teaching writing
skill in English as Ferceived by En?lish language teachers at the lower
secondary education level in the following aspects : setting objectives of
teaching writing skill; approaches, steps and organizing activities in
teaching writing skill; organizing instructional media; and correcting
students" writings. The questionnaire constructed by the researcher was used
as the research instrument. The sample consisted of 297 English language
teachers at the lower secondary education level from 27 secondary schools
under the jurisdiction of the Department of General Education. The findings
were as follows

1. In the aspect of setting the objectives of teaching writing skill,
the teachers by the average set the objectives to enable students to explain
pictures; complete passages and dialogues; dictate; and organize sentences
Into a passage.

2. In the aspect of approaches, steps and organizing activities in
teaching writing skill, the teachers by the average emphasized English
accuracy and communication and instructed by informing the objectives to
students before teaching and letting them write individually. The activities
in teaching writing skill in classrooms often organized were copying passages,
substitution, finding synonyms and antonyms, transforming sentences, combining
sentences and filling words or idioms in the blanks, dictating by completing
passages, composing by completing passages and doing strip stories.

3. In the aspect of organizing instructional media, the teachers by
the average used textbooks; dictionaries; blackboards and chalk; radios and
tapes; pictures or cartoons; word or sentence cards; objects; and specimens
as their instructional media and chose them to be in line with learning
objectives; students' age, intellegence and experiences; and spending a little
time in using them. The teachers demonstrated instructional media and let
students participate in using them and also evaluated the teachers' use. Most
teachers produced or found the instructional media by themselves.

4. In the aspect of correcting writings, the teachers themselves by
the average corrected all students' written mistakes by considering word order
or sentence patterns; spelling; tenses, agreement of subjects with verbs;
sequencing ideas rationally; clarification of communication; and length of
writings. Moreover, they graded writings in the first draft.
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
