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. The aim of this research is to conduct a historical study of the
vocational education in Thai classical music in the Rattanakosin period, and
of the factors in relation to the study of the Thai classical music vocational
education. For this purpose, the historical research method has been adopted.

Consequently, the results of this research can be summarized as
follows

The study of Thai classical music during the Rattanakosin period
could be divided nto two phases, In the first phase (1782-1932), could he
called as the independent education in Thai classical music, because it made
use of homes, monasteries and Palaces,and t_eachln% places. The main purpose
of imparting the knowledge of the Thai music at that time was to enable
students to perform musiC in various ceremonies, accompany with plays, enter-
tain themselves, or gust to enhance the dignity of the high society. The
enrollment to this study was conducted by means of a ceremony of paying
resPect to the teacher.” As a result, emphasis was mainly placed on the
Per ormance of musical instruments. Regarding the second phase (1933-1986)
he teaching of Thai music was made in educational institutes in order to
provide artists of the Thai classical music for various units of government,
and now the Thai classical music is taught in various educational institutes.
For enrollment, entrance examinations method has been adopted. The syllabus
Is divided into two categories to produce artists of the Thai classical music
andt_tto tprowde teachers of the Thal classical music for various educational
institutions-.

~ . The main factors contributing to the study of the Thai classical
music in the Rattanakosin period depended on the generous support rendered hy
the administrators of the state. The study of thé Thai classical music has
developed with the dictates of the requirements of state administrators and
the various government a?enmes'. The ,|mloortant problem to the study of the
Thai classical music is fo impart musical knowledge verbally without written
records and not seekln% innovations to replace what has been lost, thus
causing the study of the Thai music not to develop as it should.

Regarding the study of the Thai music in the future, a resRonsml_e
government agency hould be established to coordinate the study of the Tha
classical music in higher educational institutes where the Thai classical

music s taught.
