This research aims to study 1) underemployment situations 2) factors affecting underemployment and 3)
underemployment entrance and adjustment of working-aged and elderly population. Mixed-methods and Convergent
Parallel Design have been applied. For the guantitative research, the Informal Employment Survey Project data was
provided from the National Statistical Office. The sample consisted of 49,394 people. The qualitative research was based
on in-depth interviews from 40 samples covering 5 regions: Bangkok, the North, the Central, the Northeast and the South
of Thailand. Data was analyzed with descriptive statistics and inferential statistics, together with findings from qualitative
research. According to the study results, it was found that time-related, skill-related, and income-related underemployment
of the working-age and elderly population spread in every region of Thailand and workers who underemployed more than
one type were complex and concomitant. Analysis of the relationship among variables using Probit model found that in a
broader perspective, the factors influencing any type of underemployment are marital status, employment status,
occupation, industry and region of residence. The factors that affect skill-related and income-related underemployment
are generation, gender and number of school years. The factor that affects time-relate and skill-related underemployment
is income. For income-related underemployment, the factor is an administrative area.

Furthermore, the origin of underemployment is a combination of primary and secondary causes which are
classified into 5 groups: 1) work-life balance maintenance combined with previous job dissatisfaction, 2) work-life balance
maintenance combined with health problems, 3) unable to find a suitable job combined with previous job dissatisfaction,
family debts, school drop-out, unconducive climatic conditions to follow rules at work, and restrictions in finding job while
aging, 4) current job satisfaction combined with previous job dissatisfaction, health problems, and family debts, and 5)
current job satisfaction combined with health problems. After entering underemployment stage, the adjustment of working-
age and elderly population in two aspects, including 1) non-self-adjustment, and 2) self-adjustment in mental, work,
economic and social aspects, and the adjustment of close-personal, such as family, colleagues and employers. However,
after adjustment during post-underemployment period, working-age and elderly population is still at risk of insecure
working and living conditions. There is a need for a more efficient labor market policy, which also bring the underemployed
to decent work towards their full potential to respond to the labor market demand. A proactive approach to improve

employability based on better education and training is encouraged.
