This research aims to study the frequency of participation in leisure activities for
predicting life satisfaction with fulfillment of basic psychological needs (fulfillment of needs for
autonomy, competence, and relatedness) as mediator variable whereas reasons of participation
in leisure activities (for fun, for self-identity, and for social participation) were moderator
variables. This research was conducted in the form of correlational research and data were
collected by using questionnaires. The sample group was obtained by using purposive sampling
consisted of 232 elderly persons with the age ranged from 60-69 years with ability of self-reliance
in their daily life and participation in preferred leisure activities for 30 minutes and longer at least
once a week without gaining any income from such participation during last 2 months. The
results of analysis revealed that there was no moderated mediation of research model, i.e., there
was no relationship between frequency of participation in leisure activities and prediction of life
satisfaction with the fulfillment of basic psychological needs (fulfillment of needs for autonomy,
competence, and relatedness) was used as mediator variable and reasons of participation in
leisure activities (for fun, for self-identity, and for social participation) were used as moderator
variables. However, the results of analysis also revealed that frequency of participation in leisure
activities could predict fulfillment of needs for relatedness depending on reason of participation
in leisure activities for socialization. As a result, it could be said that besides regular participation
in leisure activities, older people were able to perceive benefits from participation in leisure
activities that could respond to their demands as shown in this research which older people
regularly participated in leisure activities for socialization leading to fulfillment of needs for

relatedness.
