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Foreign direct investment has a role in helping to develop the Thai economy to
continuous high growth and successfully crosses from being a poor country to being a middle
income country. But after the 1997 economic crisis, not only the economic growth began slow
down but the poverty has growing and income distribution has reduced. Furthermore FDI
which is a key factor in helping economic development has declined. The government sector
therefore focuses on solving problems in accordance with the free market mechanism. But
that method cannot bring Thailand out of the middle income trap. It is therefore brought to
study by using institutional economics through a model of state governance. According to the
guidelines that many countries have chosen during their development into high-income

countries

The study has been found that Thai governance towards FDI through tax incentives
its objective is focused on increasing the competitiveness in attracting foreign direct
investment. The government has come to act as a facilitator for investors and trying to
regulate GEG guidelines by intervening through tax policy, reducing corporate tax rates and
increasing tax incentives along with liberalization. In order to attract more investors and
compete with other countries, the inflow of FDI didn’t increase in line with the reduction of
taxes and increased incentives. This tax incentive support also creates a monopoly on access
to benefits that lead to more economic rent-seeking. This results in less and discontinuous

technology transfer from FDI in Thailand.
