This study aimed to examine the relationships among affective empathy,
anti-bullying attitude, perceived responsibility, perceived peer acceptance,
perceived peer expectations, and degree of bullying and the defender/outsider roles
in various bullying situations. The participants were 222 high school students aged
15-19 years old. The data were analyzed by the hierarchical logistic regression
analysis. The result showed that the prevalences of the defender role in verbal,
social, and physical bullying were 89.2, 89.2, and 89.6 percent, respectively. Degree
of bullying significantly correlated with the defender role in all bullying situations.
Moreover, degree of bullying can increase a prediction level of the defender role
prevalences in verbal, social, and physical bullying from base rate to be 91.4, 89.6,
and 89.6, respectively. That is, bystanders were more likely to defend victims when
they had greater perceived the severity of the bullying situation. The finding can be
applied to developing the school anti-bullying program with the awareness of the
severity of bullying situations that may improve the defender role in high-school

students.
