This study aimed to (1) develop and examine the causal model of acculturative
stressors and acculturation strategies affecting wellness of international undergraduates who
have studied in Thailand, and (2) investigate the role of social support in such causal model.
The study participants consisted of 207 undergraduates (female = 127, male = 80) with mean
age of 21.68+2.11 years old and average length of stay in Thailand was 1.47+1.44
years. Research instruments were comprised of Acculturative Stressor Scale, Acculturative
Strategies Scale, Social Support Scale, and Wellness Scale. Data were collected in person and
via online methods. Structural Equation Modeling and Comparing Competing Causal Models
were performed to analyze the data. Findings revealed that the causal model of acculturative
stressors on wellness of international graduates with acculturation strategies as a mediator was
consistent with the empirical data (Chi-square = 44.167, df = 34, p = .114, SRMR = 0.059,
RMSEA = 0.038, CFl = 0.989). For the comparing competing causal models, the model in which
the effect of social support on wellness mediated by acculturation strategies was found to be
the best fitting model (Chi-square = 66.675, df = 50, p = .057, SRMR = 0.071, RMSEA = 0.040,
CFl = 0.986). Moreover, the results showed that when facing increased acculturative stressors,
the acculturation strategies that international undergraduates were likely to use were
separation. When obtaining more social support, the acculturation strategies that international
undergraduates were likely to use was integration. Additionally, social support had significant
indirect effect on wellness mediated by acculturation strategies, specifically in the domain of
