The purpose of this research was to study the selected factors related to
marital satisfaction of married women. The participants were 160 women aged
40-60 years, with marriage or cohabitate status for 3 years or more. Data were
collected via online questionnaires assessing motherhood, anxious attachment,
avoidant attachment, sex role identity, emotional intimacy, length of marriage,

type of family, partner responsiveness, and marital satisfaction.

Result of multiple regression revealed that 39.10 percent (R2 = 0.391) of
the marital satisfaction can be explained by partner responsiveness (B = 2.179) and
avoidant attachment (B = -1.095) at p <.001. The study demonstrated that
women’s marital satisfaction was significantly and positively affected by her
perception of partner responsiveness, and negatively affected by her avoidant

attachment dimension.
