The objective of this research was to study factors related to imposter phenomenon
in undergraduate students which are gender, mastery-approach goal, mastery-avoidance goal,
performance-approach goal, performance-avoidance goal, care parenting style, overprotective
parenting style, self-esteem, self-efficacy, and perfectionism. Research hypothesis was that the
aforementioned predictor variables could together predict imposter phenomenon in

undergraduate students.

This research is a correlational research, collecting data using questionnaires as
research instruments. Participants were 309 undergraduate students in top 5 public universities
of Thailand, aged between 18-25 years old, who could comprehend Thai. Descriptive statistics
were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. Inferential statistics
were analyzed using Pearson correlation coefficients and simultaneous multiple regression
analysis. Multiple regression analysis showed that all predictor variables could together predict
imposter phenomenon in undergraduate students at 41.60% with perfectionism as the best
predictor (B = .493, p < .01), followed by self-esteem (B = -.195, p < .01), and self-efficacy

(B = -.161, p < .01), respectively.

Results implied that even capable students who were accepted to the top public
university could likely experience imposter phenomenon due to a high level of perfectionism,

a low level of self-esteem, and a low level of self-efficacy.
