Psychological help-seeking is defined as a person’s behaviors in seeking
help from others through communications. Psychological help-seeking
is influenced by factors both from inside such as the person’s attitudes, and
outside such as their family’s or publics views on the problem. Although attitudes
toward psychological help-seeking is an important factor, there is currently lack of
studies that researched into relationships between mental illness stigma, self-
compassion, and attitudes towards psychological help-seeking. This study aims to
explore the relationships between public stigma, personal stigma, self-stigma, and
self-compassion, and the degree to which these factors can predict the level of
attitudes toward psychological help-seeking in undergraduates. Data were
collected from 221 undergraduate students with a mean age of 20.29 (SD = 1.59).
The results revealed 1) a significant negative correlation between public stigma and
attitudes toward psychological help-seeking, 2) a significant negative correlation
between personal stigma and attitudes toward psychological help-seeking, 3) a
significant negative correlation between self-stigma and attitudes toward
psychological help-seeking, 4) a significant positive correlation between self-
compassion and attitudes toward psychological help-seeking, and 5) public stigma,
personal stigma, self-stigma, and self-compassion have a significant predictive

effect on attitudes toward nsvcholosical help-seekine (aditsted R? = 449).
