The objective of this dissertation is to study Thailand'’s policy in becoming a military ally in the
South - East Asia Treaty Organization (SEATO), which mainly aimed at deterring Communist threats.
The study examines the causes of Thailand’s hesitation on the significance of the SEATO that
eventually led to her support of the dissolution of the organization.

The realm of study includes the participation of Thailand in the organization and SEATO’s
activities in relation to Thailand since Field Marshall Phibul’'s government up to MR.Kukrit Pramoj’s
government. However, the emphasis is placed on the periods during Field Marshall Thanom
Kittikachorn and the post —14th October 1973 regimes that influenced Thailand’s decision on the
dissolution of the SEATO. This study used alliance theory as a tool of analysis since the main factor of
being an alliance is found deficient among SEATO’s members, i.e. the same interest against common
threats.

The study found that the starting point of which Thailand averted herself from this multilateral
co-operation is when SEATO’s members were divergent in their attitude toward Communist threats in
Southeast Asia since the Laos crisis and the Vietnam War, while the only country sharing a common
interest against the Communist with Thailand was the US. Therefore, Thailand decided to depend on
the US assistance under the Rusk - Thanat Joint Communique, which'is regarded as a bilateral co-
operation in the SEATO’s framework. This alliance had remained until the adjustment of the US foreign
policy from containing the Communist world to the normalisation with them. This change is, thus, the

supporting factor for Thailand’s decision to dissolve the SEATO.

Final Declaration of the Geneva Conference
on the problem of restoring peace in Indo — China

July 21,1954

1. The Conference takes note of the agreements ending hostilities in
Cambodia, Laos and Viet Nam and organizing international control and the

Supervision of the execution of the provisions of these agreements.

2. The Conference expresses satisfaction at the ending of hostilities in
Cambodia, Laos and Viet Nam;the Conference expresses its conviction that the
execution of the provisions set out in the present declaration and in the
agreements on the cessation of hostilities will permit Cambodia, Laos and Viet
Nam henceforth to play their part, in full independence and sovereignty, in the

peaceful community of nations.

3. The conference takes note of the declarations made by the
Governments of Cambodia and of Laos of their intention to adopt measures
permitting all citizens to take their place in the national community, in particular
by participating in the next general elections, which, in conformity with the
constitution of each .of these countries, shall take-place-in-the course of the year

1955, by secret ballot and in conditions of respect for fundamental freedoms.

4. The Conference takes note of the clauses in the agreement on the
cessation of hostilities in Viet Nam prohibiting the introduction into Viet Nam of
Foreign troops and military personnel as well as of all kinds of arms and
munitions. The Conference also takes note of the declarations made by the
Governments of Cambodia and Laos of their resolution not to request foreign aid,

whether in war material, in personnel or instructors except for the purpose of the
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effective defence of their territory and, in the case of Laos, to the extent defined

by the agreements on the cessation of hostilities in Laos.

5. The Conference takes note of the clauses in the agreement on the
cessation of hostilities in Viet Nam to the effect that no military base under the
control of a foreign State may be established in the regrouping zones of the two
parties, the latter having the obligation to see that the zone alloted to them shall
not constitute part of any military alliance and shall not be utilised for the
resumption of hostilities or in the service of an aggressive policy. The
Conference also takes note of the declarations of the Governments of Cambodia
and Laos to the effect that they will not join in any agreement with other States
if this agreements includes the obligation to participate in a military alliance not
in conformity with the principles of the Charter of the United Nations or, in the
case of Laos, with the principles of the agreements on the cessation of hostilities
in Laos or, so long as their security is not threatened , the obligation to establish

bases on Cambodian or Laotian territory for the military forces of foreign Powers.

6. The Conference recognises that the essential purpose of the agreement
relating to Viet Nam is to settle military questions with a view to ending hostilities
and that the military demarcation line is provisional and should not in any way
be interpreted as constituting a political or territorial boundary. The Conference
expresses its conviction that the execution of the provisions set out in the
present declaration and in the agreement on the cessation of hostilities creates
the necessary basis for the achievement in-—the near future of a political

settlement in Viet. Nam.

7. The Conference declares that, so far as Viet Nam is concerned, the
settlement of political problems, effected on the basis of respect for the
principles of independence, unity and territorial integrity, shall permit the
Vietnamese people to enjoy the fundamental freedoms, guarunteed by democratic

institutions established as a result of free general elections by secret ballot. In
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order to ensure that sufficient progress in the restoration of peace has been
made, and that all the necessary conditions obtain for free expression of national

will.

8. The provisions of the agreements on the cessation of hostilities
intended to ensure the protection of individuals and of property must be most
strictly applied and must, in particular, allow everyone in Viet Nam to decide

freely in which zone he wishes to live.

9. The competent representative authorities of the Northern and Southern
zones of Viet Nam, as well as the authorities of Laos and Cambodia, must not
permit any individual or collective reprisals against persons who have
collaborated in any way with one of the parties during the war, or against

members of such persons’ families.

10. The Conference takes note of the declaration of the Government of
the French republic to the effect that it is ready to withdraw its troops from the
territory of Cambodia, Laos and Viet Nam, at the request of the Governments
concerned and within periods which shall be fixed by agreement between the
two parties, a certain number of French troops shall remain at specified points

and for a specified time.

11. The Conference takes note of the declaration of the French
Government to the effect that for.the settlement. of all the problems connected
with ‘the re — establishment and. consolidation of peace in Cambodia, Laos and
Viet Nam, the French Government will proceed from the principle of respect for
the independence and sovereignty, unity and territorial integrity of Cambodia,

Laos and Viet Nam.

12. In their relations with Cambodia, Laos and Viet Nam, each member of

the Geneva Conference undertakes to respect the sovereignty, the independence,
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the unity and the territorial integrity of the above — mentioned States, and to

refrain from any interference in their internal affairs.

13. The members of the Conference agree to consult one another on any
question which may be referred to them by the International Supervisory
Commission, in order to study such measures as may prove necessary to ensure
that the agreements on the cessation of hostilities in Cambodia, Laos and Viet

Nam are respected.
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MARNUIN 1

South — East Asia Collective Defense Treaty

(Manila Pact)

The Parties to this Treaty,

Recognizing the sovereign equality of all the Parties,

Reiterating their faith in the purposes and principles set forth in the
Charter of the United Nations and their desire to live in peace with all peoples

and all governments.

Reaffirming that, in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations,
they uphold the principle of equal rights and self — determination of peoples, and
declaring that they will earnestly strive by every peaceful means to promote self
— government and to secure the independence of all countries whose peoples

desire it and are able to undertake its responsibilities.

Desiring to strenghthen the fabric of peace and freedom and to uphold
the principles of democracy, individual liberty and the rule of law, and to
promote the economic well — being and development of all peoples in the Treaty

Area.

Intending to declare publicly and for collective .defense for the
preservation of peace and security,

Therefore agree as follows :

ARTICLE |
The Parties undertake, as set forth in the Charter of the United Nations,
to settle any international dispute in which they may be involved by peaceful

means in such a manner that international peace and security and justice are
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not endangered, and to refrain in their international relations from the threat or

use of force in any manner inconsistent with the purposes of the United Nations.

ARTICLE I

In order more effectively to achive the objectives of this Treaty, the
Parties, separately and jointly, by means of continuous and effective self — help
and mutual aid will maintain and develop their individual and collective capacity
to resist armed attack and to prevent and counter subversive activities directed

from without against their territorial integrity and political stability.

ARTICLE Il

The Parties undertake to strenghten their free institutions and to co —
operate with one another in the further development of economic measures,
including technical assistance, designed both to promote economic progress and
social well — being and to further the individual and collective efforts of

governments toward these ends.

ARTICLE IV

1. Each Party recognizes that aggression by means of armed attack in
the Treaty Area against any of the parties or against any State or territory which
the Parties by unanimous agreement may hereafter designate would endanger its
own peace and safety, and agrees that it will in that event act to meet the
common danger in accordance with its constitutional processes.Measures taken
under this paragraph shall be immediately reported to the Security Council of the
United Nations.

2. If, in the opinion of any of the Parties, the inviolability or the integrity
of the territory or the sovereignty or political independence of any Party in the
Treaty Area or of any other State or territory to which the provisions of
paragraph 1 of this Article from time to time apply is threatened in any way
other than by armed attack or is affected or threatened by any fact or situation

which might endanger the peace of the area, the Parties shall consult
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immediately in order to agree on the measures which should be taken for the
common defence.

3. It is understood that no action on the territory of any State
designated by unanimous agreement under paragraph 1 of this Article or on any
territory so designated shall be taken except at the invitation or with the consent

of the government concerned.

ARTICLE V

The Parties hereby establish a Council, on which each of them shall be
represented, to consider matters concerning the implementation of this Treaty.
The Council shall provide for consultation with regard to military and any other
planning as the situation obtaining in the Treaty Area may from time to time

require. The Coumcil shall be so organized as to be able to meet at any time.

ARTICLE VI

This Treaty does not affect and shall not be interpreted as affecting in
any way the rights and obligations of any of the Parties under the Charter of the
United Nations or the responsibility of the United Nations for the maintenance of
international peace and security. Each Party declares that none of the
international engagements now in force between it and any other of the Parties
or any third party is in conflict with the provisions of this Treaty, and undertakes

not to enter into any international. engagement in. conflict with this Treaty.

ARTICLE VI

Any other State in a position .to further the objectives of the Treaty and to
contribute to the security of the area may, by unanimous agreement of the
Parties, be invited to accede to this Treaty. Any State so invited may become a
Party to the Treaty by depositing its instrument of accession with the Government
of the Republic of the Philippines. The Government of the Republic of the

Philippines shall inform each such instrument of accession.
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ARTICIE VIII

As used in this Treaty, the “Treaty Area” is the general area of South —
East Asia, including also the entire territories of the Asian Parties, and the
general area of the South — West Pacific not including the Pacific area north of
21 degrees 30 minutes north latitude. The Parties may, by unanimous agreement,
amend this Article to include within the Treaty Area the territory of any State
acceding to this Treaty in accordance with Article VII or otherwise to change the

Treaty Area.

ARTICLE IX

1. This Treaty shall be deposited in the archives of the Government of
the Republic of the Philippines. Duly certified copies thereof shall be transmitted
by that Government to the other signatories.

2. The Treaty shall be ratified and its provisions carried out by the
Parties in accordance with their respective constitutional processes. The
instruments of ratification shall be deposited as soon as possible with the
Government of the Republic of the Philippines, which shall notify all of the other
signatories of such deposit.

3. The Treaty shall enter into force between the States which have
ratified it as soon as the instruments of ratification of a majority of the
signatories shall have been deposited, and shall come into effect with respect to

each other State on the ‘date of-the deposit of-its instrument of ratification.

ARTICLE X

This Treaty shall' remain . in force indefinitely, but any Party may cease to
be a Party one year after its notice of denunciation has been given to the
Government of the Republic of the Philippines, which shall inform the

Governments of the other Parties of the deposit of each notice of denunciation.
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ARTICLE XI

The English text of this Treaty is binding on the Parties, but when the
Parties have agreed to the French text thereof and have so notified the
Government of the Republic of the Philippines, the French text shall be equally

authentic and binding to the Parties.

UNDERSTANDING OF THE UNITED STATES
OF AMERICA

The United States of America in executing the present Treaty does so
with the understanding that its recognition of the effect of aggression and armed
attack and its agreement with reference thereto in Article IV, paragraph 1, apply
only to Communist aggression but affirms that in the eventof other aggression or
armed attack it will consult under the provisions of Article |V paragraph 2.

In witness whereof the undersigned Plenipotentiaries have signed this
Treaty.

Done at Manila, this eight day of September,1954.

PROTOCOL TO THE SOUTH - EAST
ASIA COLLECTIVE DEFENCE TREATY

Designation of states and territory as to which provisions of Article IV and

Article Il are to be applicable :

The Parties to the Southeast Asia Collective Defense Treaty unanimously
designate for the purposes of Article IV -of the Treaty the States of Cambodia

and Laos and the free territory under the jurisdiction of the State of Vietnam.

The Parties further agree that the above mentioned states and territory
shall be eligible in respect of the economic measures contemplated by Article Il
This Protocol shall enter into force simultaneously with the coming into

force of the Treaty.
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In witness whereof, the undersigned Plenipotentiaries have signed this

Protocol to the Southeast Asia Collective Defence Treaty.

Done at Manila, this eight day of September.1954.

THE PACIFIC CHARTER

The delegate of Australia, France, New Zealand, Pakistan, the Republic of
the Philippines, the Kingdom of Great Bratain and Northern Ireland, the United

States of America:

Desiring to establish a firm basis for common action to maintain peace

and security in South —East Asia and the South —West Pacific ;

Convinced that common action to this end in order to be worthy and

effective, must be inspired by the highest principles of justice and liberty ;

Do hereby proclaim :

First, in accordance with the provisions of the United Nations Charter,
they uphold the principle of equal rights and self —determination of peoples and
they will earnestly strivec by every peaceful means to promote self — government
and to secure the independence of all countries whose people desire it and are

able to undertake its responsibilities;

Second, they are each prepared to continue taking effective practical
measures to ensure conditions favourable to the orderly achivement of the

foregoing purposes in accordance with their constitutional procedures ;

Third, they will continue to co — operate in the economic, social and
cultural fields in order to promote higher living standards, economic progress and

social well —being in this region ;

Fourth, as declared in the South — East Asia Collective Defense Treaty,
they are determined to prevent or counter by appropriate means any attempt in
the Treaty Area to subvert their freedom or to destroy their sovereignty or

territorial integrity.

Opening remarks by Prince Wan at the opening of the first meeting
of the Council of the Southeast Asia

Collective Defense Treaty

Fellow Delagates,

| am deeply sensible of the great honour you have bestowed upon me by
electing me to be the Chairman of this First Council Meeting of the Southeast Asia
Collective Defense Treaty.(Appropriate expression of thanks to the proposer and

seconder)

This great honour of the Chairmanship | am happy to take for my country, for
there are many reasons why Thailand should be the host country for this First Council
Meeting. In addition to such considerations as our love of peace and freedom and our
central position in this area threatened by Communist expansion, Thailand has a record
of international experience which - may be helpful in determining the requirements of the

situation.

The Thai people have been know, throughout history, whether in their relations
with Asia or with the West, for their tolerance ; and this is no accident, for Buddhist
culture has inculcated into them the virtue of compassion and friendly disposition

towards all mankind.

As they practice tolerance, so, in accordance with the purposes and principles
of the WUnited Nations, are they determined to live together in peace with other like —

minded nations as good neighbours.

The same is true of other Parties to the Manila Pact and the reiteration, in the
Preamble, of their desire to live in peace with all peoples and all governments is a

sincere and genuine affirmation.
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Another characteristic of the Thai people which has made itself known in
international relations is the jealous preservation of their independence. It is, therefore,
a deep source of gratification to them that the principle of self — determination, self —
government and independence is upheld in the Pacific Charter and in the Preamble of
the Manila Pact . They are glad to see that Laos, Cambodia and Free Vietnam now enjoy
national independence and that, with the approaching elections, Malaya is about to

attain self — government.

A third characteristic of Thailand’s international relations in its readiness for
international cooperation. Since its adoption of a democratic regime, Thailand has been
concentrating on the development of the economic and social well — being of its people
; and that, no doubt, is also the need and desire of the other countries in our treaty area.
International cooperation is necessary for this purpose ; and this is all the more urgently
required as hunger, poverty and disease constitute dangerous breeding ground for

subversive activities.

Indeed, infiltration and subversion or underground aggression has been added
to overt aggression, as a real and this country in particular. It has immediately to be

guarded against and countered.

The Fist Council Meeting, therefore, has an urgent and essential task to perform.
It has to implement the Manila Pact. It has to give the Pact not only a structure but also
flesh and blood, life and spirit. But, of course, a child has to grow and this Collective
Defense Treaty Organization has to be built up. All.l-ask for is that it-be built up quickly

and effectively so as to meet first needs first.

| am confident that, with the righteousness of our cause in solely seeking peace
with freedom and economic and social well — being for the peoples in this area, our
deliberations will be crowned with success. Fellow Delegates, | certainly count on your

wholehearted cooperation to this end.
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Address by Excellency the Prime Minister of Thailand
at the opening of the first meeting of the Council

of the Southeast Asia Collective Defense Treaty

Mr. Chairman, Excellencies,
On behalf of His Majesty’s Government and the people of Thailand, |
wish to extend to all delegates a cordial welcome to my country and to express my deep
appreciation of the great honour bestowed upon us — that of being host to the First

Meeting of the Council of the Southeast Asia Collective Defense Treaty.

The presence of such eminent representatives signifies the grim

importance of this council, and indeed the Council has a vital task to perform.

So far as international peace and security are concerned, the situation in
our treaty area, as at no other times in its history, requires greater watchfulness and
preparedness for, while the danger of armed aggression clearly exists, there also is
manifest an acute threat of infiltration and subversion which forms a more insidious

mode of aggression.

The -Manila Pact, which the Council.is to implement, together with the
Pacific Charter, provides for comprehensive measures of defence and prevention. This
is fortunate for. not only -military-and -security -measures are .contemplated but also
measures for fostering freedom, and culture, and for promoting higher living standards,

economic progress and social well — being of the people in the area.

These measures, as provided in the Manila Pact, are genuinely the
requirements in this area. They are the measures which we in this country, through our
traditional culture, have been brought up to believe in,namely, peace with honour and

freedom and peace with economic and social well — being.
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The Parties to the Pact reiterate their faith in the aims and principles set
forth in the Charter of the United Nations and their desire to live in peace with all nations.
They uphold the principle of self — determination, self — government and independence.
They express the desire to promote the economic welfare and development of all
peoples in the treaty area. They desire, finally, to coordinate their efforts for collective

defence for the preservation of peace and security.

This means that they are explicit and united in their will to resist armed
aggression and prevent and counter subversive activities against their territorial integrity
and political stability, and that they will strenghthen their free institutions and cooperate
with one another in the employment of economic measures, including technical

assistance, designed to promote economic progress and social well — being in the area.

This is the high task which the Council is to fulfil in implementing the Manila Pact.
| am confidence that, with the spirit of determination and unity of purpose so happily
shown by the Parties, your deliberations will produce concrete and far — reaching
results, thereby preserving freedom and peace with honour and promoting the

economic and social well — being in this part of the world.

By this virtues of all divine powers in the universe, may the deliberations of this
First Council meeting meet with every success, and may all the member countries of this

treaty be blessed with peace, security, happiness and prosperity.

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Joint statement by foreign minister Thanat Khoman of Thailand
and Secretary of State Dean Rusk at Washington D.C.
6th March 1962

The Foreign Minister of Thailand, Thanat Khoman, and the Secretary of
State, Dean Rusk, met on several occasions, during the past few days for
discussions on the current situation in South —east Asia, the South — East Asia

Collective Defense Treaty and the Security of Thailand.

The Secretary of State reaffirmed that the United States regards the
preservation of the independence and integrity of Thailand as vital to the national
interest of the United States and to world peace. He expressed the firm intention
of the United States to aid Thailand, its ally and historic friend, in resisiting

Communist aggression and subversion.

The Foreign Minister and the Secretary of State reviewed the close
association of Thailand and the United States in the South — East Asia Collective
Defense Treaty and agreed that such association is an effective deterrent to
direct Communist aggression against Thailand. They agreed that the Treaty
provides the basis: for (the signatories 'collectively to “assist Thailand in case of
Communist armed attack against that Country. The Secretary of State assured the
Foreign ‘Minister ‘that “in" the -event of such' aggression. The United States intends
to give: full effect to its obligations under the Treaty to act to meet the common
danger in accordance with its constitutional processes. The Secretary of State
reaffirmed that this obligation of the United States does not depend upon the
prior agreement of all other parties to the Treaty, Since this Treaty obligation is

individual as well as collective.

In reviewing measures to meet indirect aggression, the Secretary of State
stated that the United States regards its commitments to Thailand under the
South — East Asia Collective Defense Treaty and under its bilateral economic and
military assistance agreements with Thailand as providing an important basis for
United States actions to help Thailand meet indirect aggression. In this
connection the Secretary reviewed with the Foreign Minister the actions being
taken by the United States to assist the Republic of Vietham to meet the threat

of indirect aggression.

The Foreign Minister assured the Secretary of State of the determination
of the Government of Thailand to meet the threat of indirect aggression by
pursuing vigorously measures for the economic and social welfare and the safety

of its people.

The situation in Laos was reviewed in detail and full agreement was
reached on the necessity for the stability of South — East Asia, of achieving a

free, independent and truly neutral Laos.

The Foreign Minister and the Secretary of State reviewed the mutual
efforts of their goverments to increase the capabilities and readiness of the Thai
armed forces to defend the Kingdom. They noted also that the United States is
making a significant contribution—-to this effort and that the United States intends

to accelerate future deliveries to the greatest extent possible.

The Secretary. and the Foreign Minister also took note of the work of the
joint Thai — United States Committee which was been established in Bangkok to
assure effective co — operation in social, economic and military measures to
increase Thailand’s national capabilities. They agreed that this joint committee and
its subcommittee should continue to work taward the most effective utilization of
Thailand’'s resources and those provided by the United States to promote

Thailand’s development and security.
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The Foreign Minister and the Secretary were in full agreement that
continued economic and social progress is essential to the stability of Thailand.
They reviewed Thailand’s impressive and social progress and the Thai
Government's plans to accelerate development, particulary Thailand a continuing
determination fully to utilize its own resources in moving towards its development

goals.

The Foreign Minister and the Secretary of State also discussed the
desirability of an early conclusion of a treaty of friendship, commerce and
navigation between the two countries which would bring into accord with current

conditions the existing treaty of 1937.
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Agreement on ending the war and restoring peace in Vietnam

(The Paris Agreement)

Signed at the International Conference Center, Paris, Saturday morning, Paris time,

January 27, 1973.

The parties participating in the Paris Conference on Vietnam, With a view to ending the
war and restoring peace in Vietnam on the basis of respect for the Viethamese people’s
right to self-determination, and to contributing to the consolidation of peace in Asia and
the world, Have agree on the following provisions and undertake to respect and to

implement them :

CHAPTER 1
THE VIETNAMESE PEOPLE’S
FUNDAMENTAL NATIONAL RIGHTS
Article 1

The United States and all other countries respect the independence,sovereignty,
unity, and territorial of Vietnam as recognized by the 1954 Geneva Agreements on
Vietnam.

CHAPTER 2

CESSATION OF HOSTILITIES-WITHDRAWAL OF TROOPS
Article 2

A cease-fire shall be observed throughout South Vietnam as of 24.00 hours
G.M.T., on January 27, 1973.
At the same hour, the United States will stop all its military activities

against the territory of the Democratic Republic of Vietham by ground, air and naval
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forces, wherever they may be based, and end the mining of the territorial waters, ports,
harbors, and waterways of the Democratic Republic of Vietham. The United States will
remove, permanently deactivate or destroy all the mines in the territorial waters, ports,
harbors, and waterways of North Vietnam as soon as this Agreement goes into effect.
The complete cessation of hostilities mentioned in this Article shall be durable

and without limit of time.

Article 3

The parties undertake to maintain the cease - fire and to ensure a lasting and
stable peace.

As soon as the cease - fire goes into effect :

a. The United States force and those of the other foreign countries allied with the
United States and the Republic of Vietham shall remain in - place pending the
implementation of the plan of troop withdrawal. The Four - Party Joint Military
Commission described in Article 16 shall determine the modalities.

b. The armed forces of the two South Vietnamese parties shall remain in - place.
The Two - Party Joint Military Commission described in Article 17 shall determine the
areas controlled by each party and the modalities of stationing.

c. The regular forces of all services and arms and the irregular forces of the
Parties in South Vietnam shall stop all offensive activities against each other and shall
strictly abide by the following stipulations :

- All acts of force on the ground, in‘the air, and on the sea shall be prohibited ;

- All hostile acts, terrorism and reprisals by-both sides will be banned.

Article 4

The United States will not continue its military involvement or intervene in the

internal affairs of South Vietnam.
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Article 5

Within sixty days of the signing of this Agreement, there will be a total withdrawal
from South Vietnam of troops, military advisers, and military personnel, including
technical military personnel associated with the pacification program, armaments,
munitions, and war material of the United States and those of the other foreign countries
mentioned in Article 3 (a). Advisers from the above-mentioned countries to all
paramilitary organizations and the police force will also be withdrawn within the same

period of time.

Article 6

The dismantlement of all military bases in South Vietnam of the United States
and of the other foreign countries mentioned in Article 3(a) shall be completed within

sixty days of the signing of this Agreement.

Article 7

From the enforcement of the cease - fire to the formation of the government
provided for in Article 9(b) and 14 of this Agreement, the two South Vietnamese parties
shall not accept the introduction of troops, military advisers, and military personnel
including technical military.‘personnel, armaments; munitions, and war material into
South Vietnam.

The two South Vietnamese parties shall-be permitted ‘to make periodic
replacement of armaments, munitions .and war material which have been destroyed,
damaged, worn out or used up after the cease - fire, on the basis of piece — for — piece ,
of the same characteristics and properties, under the supervision of the Joint Military
Commission of the two South Vietnamese parties and of the International Commission of

Control and Supervision.
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CHAPTER 3

THE RETURN OF CAPTURED MILITARY PERSONNEL AND FOREIGN CIVILIANS,
AND CAPTURED AND DETAINED VIETNAMESE CIVILIAN PERSONNEL
Article 8

a. The return of captured military personnel and foreign civilians of the parties
shall be carried out simultaneously with and completed not later than the same day as
the troop withdrawal mentioned in Article 5. The parties shall exchange complete lists of
the above — mentioned captured military personnel and foreign civilians on the day of
the signing of this Agreement.

b. The parties shall help each other to get information about those military
personnel and foreign civilians of the parties missing in action, to determine the location
and take care of the graves of the dead so as to facilitate the exhumation and
repatriation of the remains, and to take any such other measures as may be required to
get information about those still considered missing in action.

c. The question of the return of Vietnamese civilian personnel captured and
detained in South Vietnam will be resolved by the two South Vietnamese parties on the
basis of the principles of Article 21(b) of the Agreement on the Cessation of Hostilities in
Vietnam of July 20, 1954. The two South Vietnamese parties will do so in a spirit of
national reconciliation and concord, with a view to ending hatred and enmity, in order to
ease suffering and to reunite families. The two South Vietnamese parties will do their

utmost to resolve this question within ninety days after the cease - fire comes into effect.

CHAPTER 4
THE EXERCISE OF THE SOUTH VIETNAMESE PEOPLE’S
RIGHT TO SELF-DETERMINATION
Article 9

The Government of the United States of America and the Government of the
Democratic Republic of Vietnam undertake to respect the following principles for the

exercise of the South Viethamese people’s right to self - determination :

a. The South Vietnamese people’s right to self - determination is sacred,
inalienable, and shall be respected by all countries.

b. The South Vietnamese people shall decide themselves the political future of
South Vietnam through genuinely free and democratic general elections under
international supervision.

c. Foreign countries shall not impose any political tendency or personality on the

South Vietnamese people.

Article 10

The two South Vietnamese parties undertake to respect the cease - fire and
maintain peace in South Vietnam, settle all matters of contention through negotiations,

and avoid all armed conflict.

Article 11

Immediately after the cease - fire, the two South Vietnamese parties will :

- achieve national reconciliation and concord, end hatred and enmity, prohibit
all acts of reprisal and discrimination against individuals or organizations that have
collaborated with one side or the other ;

- ensure the democratic liberties of the people : personal freedom, freedom of
speech, freedom of the press, freedom of the meeting, freedom of the organization,
freedom of political activities, freedom of belief, freedom of movement, freedom of

residence, freedom of work, right to property ownership, and right to free enterprise.

Article 12

a. Immediately after the cease - fire, two South Viethamese parties shall hold
consultations in a spirit of national reconciliation and concord, mutual respect, and
mutual non - elimination to set up a National Council of National Reconciliation and

Concord of three equal segments. The Council shall operate on the principle of
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unanimity. After the National Council of National Reconciliation and Concord has
assumed its functions, the two South Vietnamese parties will consult about the formation
of councils at lower levels. The two South Vietnamese parties shall sign an agreement on
the internal matters of South Vietnam as soon as possible and do their utmost to
accomplish this within ninety days after cease - fire comes into effect, in keeping with
the South Vietnamese people’s aspirations for peace, independence and democracy.

b. The National Council of National Reconciliation and Concord shall have the
task of promotioning the two South Viethamese parties’ implementation of this
Agreement, achievement of national reconciliation and concord and ensurance of
democratic liberties. The National Council of National Reconciliation and Concord will
organize the free and democratic general elections provided for in Article 9(b) and
decide the procedures and modalities of these general elections. The institutions for
which the general elections are to be held will be agreed upon through consultations
between the two South Viethamese parties. The National Council of National
Reconciliation and Concord will also decide the procedures and modalities of such local

elections as the two South Viethnamese parties agree upon.

Article 13

The question of Vietnamese armed forces in South Vietnam shall be settled by
the two South Vietnamese parties in a spirit of national reconciliation and concord,
equality and mutual respect, without foreign interference, in accordance with the
postwar situation.. Among the question to be discussed by the two South Viethamese
parties are steps to reduce their military effective .and to demobilize-the troops being

reduced. The two South Vietnamese parties will accomplish this as soon as possible.

Article 14

South Vietnam will pursue a foreign policy of peace and in dependence. It will

be prepared to establish relations with all countries irrespective of their political and

social system on the basis of mutual respect for independence and sovereignty and
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accept economic and technical aid from any country with no political conditions
attached. The acceptance of military aid by South Vietham in the future shall come
under the authority of the government set up after the general elections in South Vietnam

provided for in Article 9(b).

CHAPTER 5
THE REUNIFICATION OF VIETNAM AND THE RELATIONSHIP
BETWEEN NORTH AND SOUTH VIETNAM
Article 15

The reunification of Vietnam shall be carried out step by step through peaceful
means on the basis of discussions and agreements between North and South Vietnam,
without coercion or annexation by either party, and without foreign interference. The time
for reunification will be agreed upon by North and South Vietnam.

Pending reunification :

a. The military demarcation line between the two zones at the 17 th parallel is
only provisional and not a political or territorial boundary, as provided for in paragraph 6
of the Final Declaration of the 1954 Geneva Conference.

b. North and South Vietnam shall respect the Demilitarized Zone on either side of
the Provisional Military Demarcation Line.

c. North and South Vietnam shall promptly start negotiations with a view to
reestablishing normal relation in various field. Among the question to be negotiated are
the modalities of civilian movement across the Provisional Military Demarcation Line.

d. North and South Vietnam shall not join any military alliance-or military bloc and
shall \not allow foreign powers to maintain military bases, troops, military advisers, and
military. personnel on their respective territories, as stipulated in the 1954 Geneva

Agreements on Vietnam.

CHAPTER 6
THE JOINT MILITARY COMMISSIONS, THE INTERNATIONAL COMMISSION OF
CONTROL AND SUPERVISION, THE INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE
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Article 16

a. The Parties participating in the Paris Conference on Vietnam shall immediately
designate representatives to form a Four - Party Military Commission with the task of
ensuring joint action by the parties in implementing the following provisions of this
Agreement :

- The first paragraph of Article 2, regarding the enforcement of the cease - fire
throughout South Vietnam;

- Article 3(a), regarding the cease - fire by U.S. forces and those of the other
foreign countries referred to in that Article;

- Article 3(c), regarding the cease - fire between all parties in South Vietnam;

- Article 5, regarding the withdrawal from South Vietnam of U.S. troops and
those of the other foreign countries mentioned in Article (a);

- Article 6, regarding the dismantlement of military bases in South Vietnam of the
United States and those of the other foreign countries mentioned in Article 3(a);

- Article 8(a), regarding the return of captured military personnel and foreign
civilians of the parties;

- Article 8(b), regarding the mutual assistance of the parties missing in action.

b. The Four - Party Joint Military Commission shall operate in accordance with
the principle of consultations and unanimity. Disagreements shall be referred to the
International Commission of Control and Supervision.

c. The Four - Party-Joint Military Commission shall begin operating immediately
after the signing of this Agreement and end its_activities in sixty days, after the
completion of the withdrawal of U.S.-troops and there of the other-foreign countries
mentioned in Article 3(a) and the completion of the return of captured military personnel
and foreign civilians of the parties.

d. The Four parties shall agree immediately on the organization, the working
procedure, means of activity, and expenditures of the Four - Party Joint Military

Commission.
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Article 17

a. The two South Viethamese parties shall immediately designate
representatives to from a Two - Party Joint Military Commission with the task of ensuring
joint action by the two South Vietnamese parties in implementing the following provisions
of this Agreement;

- The first paragraph of Article 2, regarding the enforcement of the cease - fire
throughout South Vietnam, when the Four - Party Joint Military Commission has ended
its activities;

- Article 3(b), regarding the cease - fire between the two South Vietnamese
parties;

- Atrticle 3(c), regarding the cease - fire between all parties in South Vietnam,
when the Four - Party Joint Military Commission has ended its activities;

- Article 7, regarding the prohibition of the introduction of troops into South
Vietnam and all other provisions of this article;

- Article 8(c), regarding the question of the return of Vietnamese civilian
personnel captured and detained in South Vietnam;

- Article 13, regarding the reduction of the military effectives of the two South
Vietnamese parties and the demabilization of the troops being reduced.

b. Disagreements shall be referred to the International Commission of Control
and Supervision.

c. After the signing of this-Agreement, the -Two-Party Joint Military Commission
shall agree immediately on the measures and organization aimed at enforcing the cease

- fire and preserving peace in South Vietnam.

Article 18

a. After the signing of this Agreement, an International Commission of Control
and Supervision shall be established immediately.
b. Until the International Conference provided for in Article 19 makes definitive

arrangements, the International Commission of Control and Supervision will report to the
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four parties on matters concerning the control and supervision of the implementation of
the following provisions of this Agreement:

- The first paragraph of Article 2, regarding the enforcement of the the cease -
fire throughout South Vietnam;

- Article 3(a), regarding the cease - fire by U.S. forces and those of the other
foreign countries referred to in that Article;

- Article 3(c), regarding the cease - fire between all the parties in South Vietnam;

- Article 5, regarding the withdrawal from South Vietnam of U.S. troops and
those of the other foreign countries mentioned in Article 3(a);

- Article 6, regarding the dismantlement of military bases in South Vietnam of
the United States and those of the other foreign countries mentioned in Article 3(a);

- Article 8(a), regarding the the return of captured military personnel and foreign
civilians of the parties.

The International Commission of Control and Supervision shall from control
teams for carrying out its tasks. The four parties shall agree immediately on the location
and operation of these teams. The parties will facilitate their operation.

c. Until the International Conference makes definitive arrangments, the
International Commission of Control and Supervision will report to the two South
Vietnamese parties on matters concerning the control and supervision of the
implementation of the following provisions of this Agreement :

-The First paragraph of Article 2, regarding the enforcement of the cease - fire
throughout South Vietnam, when the Four - Party Joint Military Commission has ended its
activities;

- Article 3(b), regarding the cease - fire between the two South Vietnamese
parties;

- Atrticle 3(c), regarding the cease - fire between all parties in South Vietnam,
when the Four - Party Joint Military Commission has ended its activities;

- Article 7, regarding the prohibition of the introduction of troops into South
Vietnam and all other provisions of this Article;

- Article 8(c), regarding the question of the return of Vietnamese civilian

personnel captured and detained in South Vietnam;
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- Article 9(b), regarding the free and democratize general elections in South
Vietnam;

- Article 13, regarding the reduction of the military effectives of the two South
Vietnamese parties and the demobilization of troops being reduced.The International
Commission of Control and Supervision shall from control teams for carrying out its
tasks. The two South Vietnamese parties shall agree immediately on the location and
operation of these teams. The two South Vietnamese parties will facilitate their operation.

d. The International Commission of Control and Supervision shall be composed
of representatives of four countries : Canada, Hungary, Indonesia, and Poland. The
chairmanship of the Commission will rotate among the members for specific periods to
be determined by the Commission.

e. The International Commission of Control and Supervision shall carry out its
tasks in accordance with the principle of respect for the sovereignty of South Vietnam.

f. The International Commission of Control and Supervision shall operate in
accordance with the principle of consultations and unanimity.

g. The International Commission of Control and Supervision shall begin
operationing when a cease - fire comes into force in Vietham. As regards the provisions
in Article 18(b) concerning the four parties, the International Commission of Control and
Supervision shall end its activiies when the Commission’s task of control and
supervision regarding these provisions have been fulfilled. As regards the provisions in
Article 18(c) concerning the two South Vietnamese parties, the International
Commission of Control and'Supervision shall end-its activities on the request of the
government formed after the general elections in South Vietham provided for in Article
9(b).

h. The four parties shall. agree immediately on the organization, means of
activity, and expenditures of the International Commission of Control and Supervision.
The relationship between the International Commission and the International

Conference.

Article 19
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The parties agree on the convening of an International Conference within thirty
days of the signing of this Agreement to acknowledge the signed agreements; to
guarantee the ending of the war, the maintenance of peace in Vietnam, the respect of
the Vietnamese people’s fundamental national rights, and the South Vietnamese
people’s right to self-determination; and the contribute to and guarantee peace in

Indochina.

The United States and the Democratic Republic of Vietnam, on behalf of the
parties participating in the Paris Conference on Vietnam, will propose to the following
parties that they participate in this International Conference : the People’s Republic of
China, the Republic of France, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, the United
Kingdom, the four countries of the International Commission of Control and Supervision,
and the Secretary General of the United Nations, together with the parties participating

in the Paris Conference on Vietnam.

CHAPTER 7
REGARDING CAMBODIA AND LAOS
Article 20

a. The parties partcipating in the Paris Conference on Vietnam shall strictly
respect the 1954 Geneva Agreements on Cambodia and the 1962 Geneva Agreements
on Laos, which recognized the Cambodian and the Lao peoples’ fundamental national
rights, i.e., the independence, sovereignty, unity, and territorial integrity of these
countries. The parties shall respect the-neutrality of Cambodia and Laos.

The parties participating in the Paris Conference on Vietnam undertake to refrain
from using the territory of Cambodia and territory of Laos to encroach on the sovereignty
and security of one another and of other countries.

b. Foreign countries shall put an end to all military activities in Cambodia and
Laos, totally withdraw from and refrain from reintroducing into these two countries

troops, military advisers and military personnel, armaments, munitions and war material.
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c. The internal affairs of Cambodia and Laos shall be settled by the people of
each of these countries without foreign interference.

d. The problems existing between the Indochinese countries shall be settled by
the Indochinese parties on the basis of respect for each other's independence,

sovereignty, and territorial integrity, and non-interference in each other’s internal affairs.

CHAPTER 8
THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND
THE DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC OF VIETNAM
Article 21

The United States anticipates that this Agreement will usher in an era of
reconciliation with the Domocratic Republic of Vietnam as with all the peoples of
Indochina. In pursuance of its traditional policy, the United States will contribute to
healing the wounds of war and to postwar reconstruction of the Democratic Republic of

Vietham and throughout Indochina.

Article 22

The ending of the war, the restoration of peace in Vietham, and the strict
implementation of this Agreement will create conditions for establishing a new, equal
and mutually beneficial relationship between the United Stated and the Democratic
Republic of Vietnam on the basis of respect for. each other's independence and
sovereignty, and non-interference in each other’s internal affairs. At-the same time this
will ensure stable peace in Vietham and contribute to the preservation of lasting peace

in Indochina and Southeast Asia.

CHAPTER 9
OTHER PROVISIONS
Article 23
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This Agreement shall enter into force upon signature by plenipotentiary
representatives of the parties participating in the Paris Conference on Vietnam. All the
parties concerned shall strictly implement this Agreement and its Protocols.

Done in Paris this twenty - seventh day of January, One Thousand Nine Hundred

and Seventy - Three, in Vietnamese and English. The Vietnamese and English texts are

official and equally authentic.

The Government of the United States of America, with the concurrence of the
Government of the Republic of Vietnam,

The Government of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam, with the concurrence of
the Provisional Revolutionary Government of the Republic of South Vietnam,

With a view to ending the war and restoring peace in Vietham on the basis of
respect for the Viethamese people’s fundamental national rights and South Viethamese
people’s right to self-determination, and to contributing to the consolidation of peace in
Asia and the world,

Have agreed on the following provisions and undertake to respect and to

implement them:

CHAPTER 9
OTHER PROVISIONS
Article 23

The Paris Agreement. on Ending the War and Restoring Peace in Vietham shall
enter into force upon signature of this document by the Secretary of State of the
Government of the United States of America and the Minister for Foreign Affairs of the
Government of the:Democratic Republic of Vietham, and upon signature of a document
in the same terms by the Secretary of State of the Government of the United States of
America, the Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Government of the Republic of Vietnam,
the Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Government of the Democratic Republic of
Vietnam, and the Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Provisional Revolutionary Government
of the Republic of South Vietham. The Agreement and the protocols to it shall be strictly

implemented by all the parties concerned.
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Done in Paris this twenty - seventh day of January, One Thousand Nine Hundred
and Seventy - Three, in Vietnamese and English.

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The text of the joint communique between United States of America

and the People’s Republic of China

The following is the text of the communique issued at the conclusion of the
meetings between President Richard M.Nixon and Premier Chou En-lai:

President Nixon of the United States of America visited the people’s Republic of
China at the invitation of Premier Chou En-lai of the people’s Republic of China from
Feb. 28, 1972. Accompanying the President were Mrs.Nixon, U.S. Secretary of State
William Rogers, Assistant to the President Dr.Henry Kissinger, and other American
officials.

President Nixon met with Chairman Mao Tse-tung of the Communist party of
China on Feb. 21. The two leaders had a serious and frank exchange of views on Sino-
U.S. relations and world affairs.

During the visit, extensive, earnest and frank discussions were held between
President Nixon and Premier Chou En-lai on the normalization of relations between the
United States of America and the People’s Republic of China, as well as on other
matters of interest to both sides. In addition, Secretary of State William Rogers and
Foreign Minister Chi Peng-fei held talks in the same spirit.

President Nixon and his party visited Peking and viewed cultural, industrial and
agricultural sites, and they also toured Hangchow snd Shanghai where, continuing
discussion with Chinese leaders, they viewed similar places of interest.

The leaders of yhe People’s Republic of China and the United States of America
found it beneficial to have this opportunity, after so many years without contact, to
present candidly to one another their views on a varity of issues. They reviewed the
international situation in which important changes and great upheavals are taking place

and expounded their respective positions and attitudes.
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The U.S. side stated:

Peace in Asia and peace in the world requires efforts both to reduce immediate
tensions and to eliminate the basic causes of conflict. The United States will work for a
just and secure peace: just, because it removes the danger of foreign aggression. The
United States supports individual freedom and social progress for all the peoples of the
world, free of outside pressure or intervention.

The United States believes that the effort to reduce tensions is served by
improving communications between countries that have diferent ideologies so as to
lessen the risks of confrontation through accident, miscalculation or misunderstanding.
Countries should treat each other with mutual respect and be willing to complete
peacefully, letting performance be the ultimate judge. No country should claim
infallibility and each country should be prepared to reexamine its own attitudes for the
common good.

The United States stressed that the peoples of Indochina should be allowed to
determine their destiny without outside intervention; its constant primary objective has
been a negotiated solution; the eight-point proposal put forward by the Republic of
Vietnam and the United States onJan. 27, 1972, represents the basis for the attainment
of that objective; in the absence of a negotiated settlement the United States envisages
the ultimate withdrawal of all U.S. forces from the region consistent with the aim of self-
determination for each country of Indochina.

The United States will maintain its close ties with-and support for the Republic of
Korea. The United States will support efforts of-the Republic of Korea to seek a
relaxation of tension and increase communications in the Korean peninsula. The United
States places the highest value on its friendly relations with Japan;.it will continue to
develop the existing close bounds. Consistent with the United Nations Security Council
Resolution of Dec. 21, 1971, the United States favors the continuation of the cease-fire
between India and Pakistan and the withdrawal of all military forces to within their own
territories and to their own sides of the cease-fire line in Jammu and Kashmir; the United
States supports the right of the peoples of South Asia to shape their own future in peace,
free of military threat, and without having the area become the subject of big-power

rivalry.
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The Chinese side staed;

Wherever there is oppression, there is resistance. Countries want independence,
nations want liberation and the people want revolution-this has become the irresistible
trend of history. All nations, big all small, should be equal; big nations should not bully
the small and strong nations should not bully the weak. China will never be a
superpower and it opposes hegemony and power politics of and kind.

The Chinese side stated that it firmly supports the struggles of all oppressed
people and nations for freedom and liberation and that the people of all countries have
the right to choose their social systems according to their own wishes and the right to
safeguard the independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity of their own countries
and oppose foreign aggression, interference, control and subversion. All foreign troops
should be withdrawn to their own countries.

The Chinese side expressed its firm support to the peoples of Vietnam, Laos and
Cambodia in their efforts for the attainment of their goals and its firm support to the
seven-point proposal of the Provisional Revolutionary Government of the Republic of
South Vietnam and the elaboration of February this year on the two key problems in the
proposal, and to the Joint Declaration of the Summit Conference of the Indochinese
Peoples.

It firmly supports the eight-point program for the peaceful unification of Korea
put forward by the Government of the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea on April
12, 1971, and the stand for the abolition of the “U.N. Commission for the Unificiation and
Rehabilitation of Korea.” "It firmly- opposes the revival and outward expansion of
Japanese militarism and firmly supports the Japanese people’s desire to buid and
independent, democratic, peaceful and neutral Japan. It firmly maintains that India and
Pakistan should, in accordance with the United Nations resolutions on the India-Pakistan
question, immediately the cease-fire line in Jammu and Kashmir and firmly supports the
Pakistan Government and people in their struggle to preserve their independence and
sovereignty and the people of Jammu and Kashmir in their struggle for the right of self-
determination.

There essential differences between China and the United States in their social

systems and foreign policies. However, the two sides agreed that countries, regardless
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of their social systems, should conduct their relations on the principles of respect for the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of all states, nonaggression against other states,
noninterfernce in the internal affairs of other states, equality and mutual benefit, and
peaceful coexistence. International disputes should be settled on this basis, without
resorting to the use or threat of force. The United States and the People’s Republic of
China are prepared to apply these principles to their mutual relations.

With these principles of international relations in mind the two sides stated that:

Progress toward the normalization of relations between China and the United
States is in the interests of all countries.

Both wish to reduce the danger of international military conflict.

Neither should seek hegemony in the Asis-Pacific region and each is opposed to
the efforts by any other country or group of countries to establish such hegemony; and

Neither is prepared to negotiate on behalf of any third party or to enter into
agreements or understanding with the other directed at other states.

Both sides are of the view that it would be against the interests of the peoples of
the world for any major country to collude with another against other countries, or for
major countries to divide up the world into spheres of interest.

The sides reviewed the long-standing serious disputes between China and the
United States.

The Chinese side reaffirmed its position: The Taiwan question is the crucial
question obstructing the normalization of relations between China and the United States;
the Government of the People’s Republic of China is-the sole legal government of China;
Taiwan is a province of China which has long been returned to the motherland; the
liberation of Taiwan is China’s internal affair in which no other country has the right to
interfere; and all U.S. forces and military installations must be withdrawn from Taiwan.
The Chinese government firmly opposes any activities which aim at the creation of “one

China, one Taiwan,” “one-China, two governments,” “two Chinas” and “Independent
Taiwan,” or advocate that “the status of Taiwan remains to be determined.”

The U.S. side declared: The United States acknowledges that all Chinese on
either side of the Taiwan Strait maintain there is but one China and that Taiwan is a part

of China. The United States Government does not challenge that position. It reaffirms its
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intereste in a peaceful settlement of the Taiwan question by the Chinese themselves.
With this prospect in mind, it affirms the ultimate objective of the withdrawal of all U.S.
forces and military installations from Taiwan. In the meantime, it will progressively
reduce its forces and military installations on Taiwan as the tension in the area
diminishes.

The two sides agreed that it is desirable to broaden the understanding between
the two peoples. To this ena, they discussed specific areas in such fields as science,
technology, culture, sports and journalism, in which people-to-people contacts and
exchanges would be mutually beneficial. Each side undertakes to facilitate the further
development of such contacts and exchanges.

Both sides view bilateral trade as another area from which mutual benefits can
be derived, and agree that economic relations based on equality and mutual benefit are
in the interest of the peoples of the two countries. They agree to facilitate the
progressive development of the trade between their two countries.

The two sides agree that they willstay in contact through various channels, in
cluding the sending of a senior U.S. representative to Peking from time to time for
concrete consultations to further the normalization of relations between the two countries
and continue to exchange views on issues of common interest.

The two sides expressed the hope that the gains achieved during this visit would
open up new prospects for the relations between the two countries. They believe that
the normalization of relations between the two countries is not only in the interest of the
chinese and American peoples but also contributes. to the relaxation of tension in Asia
and the world.

President Nixon, Mrs. Nixon and the American party express their appreciation
for the gracious hospitality shown them by the government and people of the People’s

Republic of China.
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Joint communique on the establishment of diplomatic relations between

the Kingdom of Thailand and the People’s Republic of China

1. The Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the
People’s Republic of China, desiring to revive and strengthen further the traditionally
close and friendly relations between the peoples of the two countries and in conformity
with the interests and common desires of the two peoples, have decided upon mutual
recognition and the establishment of diplomatic relations as from Ist July 1975.

2. The two Governments reaffirm that only the people of each country have the
right to choose their own political, economic and social systems, without outside
interference. They also share the conviction that, in spite of the differences in the
political, economic and social systems of the Kingdom of Thailand and the People’s
Republic of China, there should be no obstacle to the development of peaceful and
friendly relations between the two countries and peoples in accordance with the
principles of mutual respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity, mutual non -
aggression, non - interference in each other’s internal affairs, equality and mutual
benefit, and peaceful co - existence.

3. The two Governments agree to settle all disputes by peaceful means in
accordance with the above - mentioned principles, without resorting to the use or threat
of force.

4. The two Governments agree that all foreign aggression and subversion on
and all attempts by any country to control any other country or to interfere in its internal
affairs are impermissible and are to be condemned.

5. The two Governments are also opposed to any attempt by any country or
group of countries to establish hegemony or create spheres of influence in any part of
the world.

6. The Government of the Kingdom of Thailand recognizes the Government of

the People’s Republic of China as the sole legal government of China, acknowledges
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the position of the Chinese Government that there is but one China and that Taiwan is an
integral part of Chinese territory, and decides to remove all its official representations
from Taiwan within one month from the date of signature of this communique

7. The Government of the People’s Republic of China recognizes the
Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and agrees to respect the independence,
sovereignty and territorial integrity of Thailand.

8. The Government of the People’s Republic of China takes note of the fact that
for centuries Chinese residents in Thailand have lived in harmony and amity with the
Thai people in conformity with the law of the land and with the customs and habits of the
Thai people. The Government of the People’s Republic of China declares that it does
not recognize dual nationality. Both Governments consider anyone of Chinese
nationality or origin who acquires Thai nationality as automatically forfeiting Chinese
nationality. As for those Chinese residents in Thailand who elect to retain Chinese
nationality of their own will, the Chinese Government, acting in accordance with its
consistent policy, will enjoin them to abide by the law of the Kingdom of Thailand,
respect the customs and habits of the Thai people and live in amity with them. Their
proper rights and interests will be protected by the Government of China and respected
by the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand.

9. The two Governments agree to pursue policies for the development of trade,
economic and cultural relations between them.

10. The Governments of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the
people’s Republic of China‘agree-to exchange mutually accredited ambassadors as
soon as practicable and to provide each other with all the necessary assistance for the
establishment and performance of the functions of diplomatic' missions in their

respective capitals in accordance with international practice and on a reciprocal basis.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

The Government of the Kingdom of Thailand to which | had the honour of being

appointed Prime Minister, is a democratic government elected by the Thai people and
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represents all the people of Thailand. The foreign policy objective of this Government is
to follow an independent course in promotioning peaceful coexistence on the principle
of friendship with all countries professing good intention towards Thailand, without
regard to differences in political ideologies or governmental systems, and based on the
principles of justice, equality and non — interference, in either direct or indirect forms, in
the internal affairs of each other. It is for this reason, that the recognition and
normalization of relations with the People’s Republic of China had high priority in the
conduct of the foreign policy of my Government.

The Government of the Kingdom of Thailand wishes to reaffirm that only the
people of each country have the right to choose their own political, economic and social
system free from outside interference. The Government of the Kingdom of Thailand is
convinced that even though the Kingdom of Thailand and the People’s Republic of
China have differing palitical, economic and social systems, this should not constitute
an obstacle to the development of peaceful and amicable relations between our two
countries and peoples on the basis of the principles of Pancha Sila.

At the present time, efforts to establish hegemony and spheres of influence have
not declined, and the countries of South — East Asia continue to have to oppose all
manners of subversion from outside in order to preserve their right to choose their own
political, economic and social systems without external interference. For this reason,
five countries of the region, namely, Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore and
Thailand made the “Bangkok Declaration” of 1966 establishing the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations. ©Since 1966, the Asean,-whish is a regional organization for
economic and social cooperation, has expanded its activities to cover efforts towards
political solidarity to.

The worthy. political intent of the ASEAN countries was again demonstrated when
representatives of our five nations met in Kuala — Lumpur in November 1971 and made
the “Kuala Lumpur Declaration” on South — East Asia to be a zone of peace, Freedom
and Neutrality The important consideration underlying the Kuala Lumpur Declaration is
that the ASEAN countries wish the whole of Southeast Asia to be an area free from the
rivalry and conflict of all the great powers. In other words, the intent of the Declaration is

to bring benefits to all the countries in the region regardless of differences to political,
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economic or social systems. Should the creation of a balance of interests in the
relations between the great powers and the nations of Southeast Asia were to succeed,
this region might become a zone of stability, which would contribute to the reduction of
tension in one area of the world and help to lessen the chance of the occurrence of
another world war. This is naturally the desire of all peace — loving people. For this
reason, the Government of Thailand warmly welcomes the pronouncements of the
Government of People’s Republic of China in support of the ASEAN and the desire of
ASEAN countries to see South — East Asia a zone of peace, freedom and neutrality.

In actual fact, mutual understanding and sympathy between China and the
Countries of Southeast Asia have existed since ancient times. In the case of Thailand
and China, contacts between Thai and Chinese trace back to thousands of Years. Even
at the present time, it is a well known fact that in the southern-most part of China there
are many Chinese nationals of the Thai race who are living in peace and happiness
under the protection of the Constitution of the people’s Republic of China. So it is in
Thailand, the Chinese in Thailand have lived for many centuries in amity and harmony
with the Thai people in conformity with the law of the land and with the customs and
habits of the Thai people. At the risk of being unduly beastful, | feel in all sincerity that
the success with which Chinese and Thai have lived together is something we should
take pride in, because it is unique and this should be generally known.

China is a great country. Throughout the long history of Thai — Chinese relations,
the Thai people have looked upon China as one of the countries which is a model of
culture. However, in a long friendship, it is perhaps in the nature of things that there
should have been a moment of some estrangement to the extent that it gave rise to
mutual misapprehension and mistrust. But a quarter-of a century is‘but a short interval
in time. Now within the last three years, Thai people have been able once again to
come and visit China and to see the marvels of the new China. On this point, may |
mention a few examples. The progress in medicine and science in China that seeks to
teach doctors and scientists to serve the people and the training of “barefoot doctors” to
provide health care for all the people in the rural areas. Then there is the progress
achieved in the field of agriculture that has brought about equality and justice in the

countryside together with the development of the efficiency of agricultural production
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units so as to enable them to meet fully the needs of the people. These lessons are
extreme useful to take back for adaptation in Thailand.

Nevertheless, the historical evolution of each country is by nature different. A
glorious revolution, full of fervor and exciting events, gave birth to the People’s Republic
of China. The success of the Chinese revolution is continually lauded. But, for the
Kingdom of Thailand, our revolution was inspired from above under the leadership of our
kings who always understood the need for administrative and social reforms to keep up
with the prevailing circumstances. The successes of this wise royal policy accrued to
the benefit of each and every Thai. Therefore, it can be seen that although the historical
evolution of each country might be different, the end result, which is desired by all, is the
same, that is, the creation of equality and justice in society and the attainment of parity
in the standard of living among the people. This is the objective of the Government of
the Kingdom of Thailand and | am fully aware that it is also the policy of the Government

of the people’s Republic of China.
