Cons'dtuiz:ion of the Xingdom of Thailand BE.2534 (1991) (actually in force after the Provisional
_Consﬁtuﬁion of 1991) has established the Constitutional Tribunal to decide on the constitutionality
of laws by asserting that this Constitutional Tribunal is vested only with jurisdiction over the
f

constitutionality- of laws under the present constitution only.

Therefore in order to aveid discrepancy between jurisprudence of the two institutions.
Recommendations are as follow. On, one hand, The Court of Justice should have the powet 1o
decide whether the provision of law' is contradictory to or inconsistent with the previous

constitutéions. On the other hand, The Constitutional Tn'bur;al should have the power to decids

whether ithe provision of law is unconstitutional only according to the current constitution.
