~ ' The sample'group was 388 social|studies teachers in
seconddry government schools in Bangkok Metropolis selected by
simple_random sampling. A set of questionnaires consisted“of three_

types of questlon i check—llst ratlng scale and open ended questlon

with the rellablllty of O. 89 was constructed by the researcher and
sent to the samples. The obtained data were analyzed by means of
percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test, and then

presented in tables with description.
