2. Comparing the opinions betweén the teachers, the
administrators uqder Office of the Naticnal Elementary Edﬁcation
Commission, office the Private Education‘Commission and the

Municipality concerned with the utilization of .community resources.

the Purposive sampling and the Stratified Random Sampling.



Tobls used in the study are the open-énded questionaires
and the check-list concerning the boundary, utilized means,
problems, need, opinions and suggesfioﬁs cbncerning the'utilizétion
of community resources during the class. The data havefbeen
returned was analized by finding percentage, rank and by comparing
the utilization of community resburces, which used the z test at

the .05.1level. The results are as following:

1. The boundary and the means_for utilizing éommunity
resources:

1.1 Most 6f the teachers used the natural surrouhdings.
for teachihg "rthings 5urrounding Us." They introduced or took
. the students to visit some places for teaching "Earning Your
Living" and they used pérsonnels in class by introduction or by
taking:the students to intervliew those personnels. Obviously,
the teachers didn't use ‘the‘natural surroundings fbr teaching
"News, Events and the Important Déys" or "Communication and
_Transportatioﬁ." They didn't use places for teachiﬁg "Umiverse
and spacé."'Neither did they use personnels for teaching
"Energy and Chemical Substancesﬁ and "Neibouring Countries.

.1.2 Time for the utilization of community resources:
most of the (teachers uséd) the timefécbe@u}@d forifield-trip,
lectures” and"discussions.” ‘There ‘were 13.85% of the'teachefs
who never took students_to field-trip and™10.29% of the ‘teachers
never took| students to _any lectures or discussions.

1.3 Pré and pést activities after the utilization of
'community resources: Most of the teachers didn't give any advices
to students or discuss what they were going to study before but

aftef coming back, fhey would conclude the lesson_together.



2. Corncerning problems, need and opinions:
2;1.Most of thé teachers didn't have budget for
field-trip, inviting guest speakers and borrowing matefials,
fhey wanted the schoélg to contact the community resources in
stead of themselves and they thought that the utilization of
comﬁunity resources would encourage studentsvto have wider

knowledge and experiences.

3.’Concerning the need and opinions of the adﬁinistrators,
most of them wanted to help teachers in utilizing community
resources in every aspect and they thought that the utilization of
community resour€es was veryuseful to the teaching-learning
process and it would enable the students to understand the real

surroundings

4. In comparing thelopinions amoﬁg the teachers under
office of the National Elementary‘Education Commission, thosé'
under Office of the Private .Education and those under the
Minucipality,.-it was found out that they were.differentiated
at .05 signifidcance as following:

4.1 The aspeéts that teachers under Office of the
private Education commis;ion and under the Minucipality, used
or had much’more tHose Wholunder Office of the Nétional Elemeﬁtary
Education Commission were,:

| 4.1.1 Concerning _ the boundary of utilization,
they used natural surrpoundings.for teachimng "Living Things,"
places for teaching "Neibouring Countries" and personnels for

teaching "Universe and Space" and "Population Education."



4.1.2 Concerning the utilization means,. they
used places by suggesting students to do some extra studieg and
to do some field-trips. They also used éersonnel by suggesting
students to interriew them. | |

4.1.3 Concerniﬁg timey they used the scheduled
time for making_field-trips and usedsextra time or after class
for atténding lectures_and discussions. |
| 4,.1.4"Concerning problemé, the te;chers had
different ones as following: they didn*t have enough'data on
-commgnity resources;'they wasted time, the brOCess of céntacting
community resources was too complicated, the administrators
didn't supbort themtﬁthe stﬁdents weren't interested in field-
trip and those who were responsible for the community resources
didn*'t coope;ate.

4.1.5 Concerniﬁg the opinions, both groups of -
teachers had different viéws as folloQing: schools should
encourage students to take part in utilizing the community
‘resources as' much as possible starting from planing, inviting
the personnels, éqing activities, reporting the result and
evaluation. Moreover they al#o.thought that students were very
interested;in ytilizing/rof) communityiresources.

4.2 7he 'aspects=that' the teachers and 'the administrators
under Office of the Nationdl Blehentary Education Commiission used
or had much more [than those under 0ffice lof the Privéte Education
Commission and under the Muniéipality are as following.

4,2.1 Both groups of teachers used the community
resources differently as following: teachers suggested the

means to utilizing the community resources and discussed the

topics that they were goipg te study. Then the_teachers showed
piétures on'fhe fépiqs.

.4f2.2 Both groups of teachéfs used activities
after the utilization of community reseurces differently as
following;"teachersland students cenc}uded.the lessons to'gether,
then discussed in class about what.they'had learned and ‘its
problems.

4.2.34Both groups of-administra?ors haq:different
need.; as follOwing? They wahted theAéchools to publicize and
important of. field-trip /tol studénts and their guardiahs?_fo
arrangé time and places for atténding lectﬁres énd borrowing
materials. '

4.2.4/Both ‘groups of administ;étors had.diffe;ént
ideas.as'foliowing: There.should be a provided budget for gUest
speakers, the utilization!'of cQﬁmunity resources teachers uhde;
their control got was satisfied. The communify con&ﬁtioﬁﬁ wefe
obstacles towards the gtillization of comﬁuhity resources and
the administrators, themselves, had enoughl& suppertgd the

utilization 6f community resources.
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
