The author personally wisited L government secondary schools
in Bangkok in order to survey the ex1st1ng classrooms 1n the
schoolss Questionnaires were sent to 160 teachers and 420 students
to determine the need for and the problems and obstacles relating
to the use of instructional media. The completed questionnaires

were analyzed in percentage and mean values.

Major Finding 3

Most classrooms do not have appfopriate design and conditions,
and still lack of equibﬁents, gupniture and facilities for the use
qf instructional mediae. These are the major reasons for the rare
use of supplementary instructional media_by the majority of teachers.

. The instructional media that were fcund'to be most often

used are blackboards and®chalks Those that wexre dccasionaliy used .
are teacher's manualsg real objects, magézine and pictures. The
teachers expressed the negd /for schools to prOV1de slldes and pro-
jectors, bulletin boards, film strlps and proaectors.

The majority of the students nad the opinion that the
present classroom conditions and the classroom furnitures were suit
table in siée, lighting &nd véntilation, but there was occasional

noise interference from treaffic cuisideas
