1« To find eut if there was any transfer between listening
comprehension and reading comprehension in English.

2a To find out.if there was any difference between the
teaching of listening comprehensiqn Eefore reading comprehension,
and that of readiag comprehension before listening comprehensione.

3. To find out which techniqgue ‘could be used more
effectively in teaching - either listening comprehension before

reading comprehension, 0¥ vice Versdae

- FProcedure

A 40 - passage - multiple choice test was administered
to 160 students ef M« S. V science in Suankulab School and Rajinee
Bon Schools, After tHentest results 'hdd been interpreted by item
analysisly 25/ googd items were selected %nd re-arvanged as BA
(5 + 15 items) for Listening.Comprehension as Ca (5 + 15 items)
for Reading Comprehension to form twe new tesgts. These. tests were
administered to four groups.of firat ycar students in King Mongkut's
Institute of Technology, Thonburi (35 students in each group).
Group I took>the listening test before the reading test. Group II

took.only the reading test. Group ILI took the reading test before

the listening test, and Group IV took only the listening test. The
tests were scored, and after the mean differences were calculated,
the data were then entered into product - moment correlations, and

t - tests., (T - Difference Metiod) s

Findings and Conclusionse.

1. Theé correlation beuween the seores of the two tests
in Group I andw@PoupsTli was .43 and .65, respectively (both signi-
ficant at p <’.O1), This indicates that the listening comprehension
correlated rather highly with the reading comprehension, and im-
plies that the subjegts who Scored high in reading comprehension,

. would score high in listenimng comprehension, or vice versae It
also implies that there was a tpansfer between listening comprehen-
sion mnd readingicompreheéensions egpecially from féading to listen=
ing compreheﬁsiono

2,.. It was found that there was significant difference
between listening comprehension before reading ¢omprehension (at
p (01, ta = 9,32), and reading‘comprehensiqn before listening
comprehension (at p <i.01, ta = 5054) which indicates that the sub-
jects scored diffefently when they'had the test of listeniﬁg and
the test of reading, and implies that there was an cffect on the
scores of different testse

%o 4 It was alsd found'that |there were diffgrences in the
two techuiques, ie.e. the testing of listening before reading conm-
prehension and the testing of reading before listening (significant
at p <:.01, t = 3.44), and in feaching listening comprehensidn, the

students would have more rapid understanding if the teacher allowed
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them tc have reading comprehension fiﬁst (significant at P +01,
t = 2,95) but in teaching reading comprehension, it was not neces-
sary to teach listening comprehension before teaching reading com=

prehension (significant at P { 0T, B == 140%)

Recommendations

1e It is recommended that cloze tests be used alterna-
tively to multiple = choige tes%s to measure listening and reading
comprehension because many pfevious stﬁdies have shqwn that. the
"cloze test is as walid, reliahle, objective and economical in
time, éxpense and enérgy as_ muitiplel = choice tests are. The cloze
test can be very easily constrﬁcted ana standardized,

2e Since'there is a transfer between reading comprehen-
sion and listeni¥g comprehension, it should be useful to make more
and more use‘of this as a techinque in teaching reading comprehen=
sion beforg listening.eomprehension in' order to- help the students
to have a good aftitude towards English,

3« There should be{further resesrch on the‘voicé and
sex of the speaker, in relation to,.the sex amd ethnic group of the
listener.

4e Further studies should be made on problems in teach-
ing listening and reading comprehension, particularly in scientific

and technical English,
