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ALBSTRACT

The purposé of /this .research was to stndy and survey moral
cognition concerning economicAbehaviors of pupils, teachers and
parents, and to compare moral icognition among different groups
according to six independent variables : sex, status, religion,

region, area of residence and family occupation.

:The samplé group was selected by multi-stagé sampling and
included 2,834 pupilé in Prathomsuksa 6, Mathayom 3, Mathayomsuksa
5, teachers and parents from the five regions of Thailand i.e,
.the North, Centfe, Northeast, South regions-and the Bangknk
- Metropolis.! Data weére analyzed| by using the one-way analysig of

variance and Schéffe's method for pairwise comparisons.
The majoxr findings.were.as follow :

1. The economic behaviors that puplls, teachers and
parents rntéd as "'very good and nroper" from the point of view
of moral nognition were : independent'nccupatiqn, donating goods,
providing public conveniences, equal distribution:of wealth,
abstaining from taking the goods of others and being hired as

employee.



The economic behaviors that subjects rated as 'very bad and
improser’ from the point of view of moral cognition were : mot
preserving public property, Stealing and cheating and a dishonest

illegal 1ivelihocd, : . .

The economic behaviore for whichimnosdecision of good or btad,
right or wrong were given included : = dlgboneet but not ille gcl

livelilood and borrowing.moneyv fram others.

Z. F£11 six ixdepcndent variebles were significantly related

to moral cognition coneerming economic bzhaviors. Status showed

2.4 There was a significant difference in moral cogni-
tion on © economic behaviors among subjects from the inmer Bangkok,
the outer Bangkok, the Amphoe Muang and the rural areas (p (V°05
and beyond). People from the rural areas‘teqded to show the lowest

level of moral cognitien concerning economic behaviors., -

on 6 economic behayiors among subjects from the various regions =
the North, Centre, Mortheast. South and the Bangkok Metropolis.
(p { .05 and beyond) s The tendeney towards the loﬁeét level of
moral cognition concepning econcuic behaviors was fouhd in the

people from the Northeast region of Thailand.

2,6 There was a significant difference in moral
