In each group there were numbers of male and female subjects that
‘ were randomly sclected from Mathayom Suksa 3 of Srinakarinthravirote .
| Unlverslty Secondary Demonstratlon School, Groups I, II, III, and
IV were tesﬁed by observing the positive and negatiﬁe instances which
were in proportidns.of 100 : 6 75 : 25, 50 : 50, and 25 75 |
respectlvely. In each 1nstance there were five dimensions and two

Values. There were twelve concepts, 6 conJunctlve and 6 dlsgunctlve.

Each concept was randomly selected from two different dimensions.

" The experimenter showed these instances for about 10 seconds to each
sﬁbject'by reception paradigm, For positive instances the experimenter
had to say a nonsense syllable and refuse them if there were negative
instences. Subjects learned to know each concept from 12 positive
and / or negative instances, and to answer on the enswer sheet with

about 20 seconds for each item. The subjects were said to have



learned the concepts when they had answered all the problems. Test

| The mgjof findingé of this study were as follows?
‘1) There wds a ‘signifiéant difference (at .01 level) among
éll groups of subgects in conJunctlve and dlsJunctlve concepts of
learnlng when the same pr0port10n of p031t1ve and negatlve 1nstances
were used. \
2) There waé a significant difference (at .Ol_levei) aﬁong
all groups’pf subjécts in conjunctiVe concept .learning whqn d;fféfent
. proportions of positive and hegative instances were used. It was
found that theﬂmost and fhe least of conjunctive copcept learning were
_in the proportions of positive and negative instances, 100 : O and
25 175 respectivelv.‘ |
3) There was a significant dlfference (at .01 Ievel) among
all groups of subJect in dlsganctlve concept learning when dlfferent
proportions: of positive-and negative instances were used. It was
found that the most and the least of dlsgunctlve concept learning

were in the proportions of positive and negative instances, 50 ¢ 50

and 100 : O respectively.
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
