They drove cattle from the plains of Texas north to railroad shipping

points in Kansas or-Nebraska - 1200 to 1500 miles away.

By 1885, however, the railroads had extended their lines and
homesteaders had staked claims’ across the Great Plains. There wasn't
enough ‘grass on the'\remaining free land to support the great cattle
drives, And so, after only twenty years, cattle owners began to fence
in their land - establishing vast ranches and sending their cattle
north and east by railroad car. To quote Morison again, "Almost in
a moment, cattle and sheep ranches replaced the open range, and the
cowboy of the long drive became a domesticated ranch hand" (p.757).

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The origins of the names of the fifty states reflect a great

deal of America's heritage and character.

Alabama (14 December 1819) : Named for a river, which in
_\ﬁurn!was named for an Indian tribe of the Creek Confederacy, originally

’

célled the Alabamas or Alibamons.

Alabama was visited dn 1540 by the Spanish explorer Hernmando
de Soto and was settled im 1702 by the Fremch near Mobile. It became
English in 1763, passed to ‘the United States as a consequence of the
American Revolution and the Louisiama Purchase, became a territory in

1817, and was admitted as the twenty-second state in 1819.

Alaska (3 January 1959) : From an Aleut word thought to refer
in meaning to the mainland or land that is not an island, a distinction
made by people who-were islanders. The name was spelled in various
ways by the Russiars and English, and although originally applied to
what is now the Alaska Peninsula, the name was identified with all
Russian Ameri€a when purchased by the United States in 1867. Alaska
remained a territory until 1959, when it was admitted as the forty-
ninth skate. It is, the largest state in _area (1,518,807 sq. km.) but
the smallest in population. The highest point in the United States,

Mt. McKinley (6,194 meters), is located in Alaska.

Arizona (14 February 1912). An Indian name reputed to mean
"place of the small spring," first spelled Arizonac and .then éhanged into
a more Spanish-sounding word. The place became well known for rich
finds of silver ore, and the name spread north to the surroundiné

country, to be eventually adopted as the name of a territory.
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Arizona was first seen in 1539 by the Spanish Franciscan
friar Marcos de Niza, who was in search of the fabulous golden Séven
Cities of Cibola. When Mexico gained independence from Spain in 1821,
Arizona became Mexican territory. The Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo
in 1848 and the Gadsden Purchase of 1853 gave the land to the United
States. Arizona was admitted as the forty-eighth state in 1912.

Scenic features include the Grand Canyon and a petrified forest.

Arkansas + (15 June 1836) : From the name of a river named
for a Sioux Indian vidlage and tribe (Ugakhpa or Quapaw, meaning
"downstream people' )t French explorers recorded the tribal name
yariously as Acansa ©r Arkapsa about 1673, and the "'s" was added as

a plural. The French pronunciation and spelling still prevail, although

the act establishing the territory originally spelled the name Arkansaw.

Arkansas was explored in 1541 by a party of Spaniards under
Hernando de Soto in search of gold, and was settled in 1686 by the
French, The United States acquired the land through the Louisiana
Purchase in 1803, _Arkansas was first part of Missouri Territory ;
it became a separate territory in 1819 and the twenty-fifth state in

1836.

Califormia’, (O September 1850) : Hernando Cortez first applied
the name in the 1500s to the southern tip of Baja California, and
the name was extended northward to the present area of the state by
explorers. The name's origin is traced to the name of an imaginary

island in a Spanish romance written by Montalvo about 1510.

California ‘was discovered in 1542 by Portuguese-born explorer

Juan Rodriguez Cabrillo, but it was not colonized until 1769, by the
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Spanish., The region came unde; Mexican control in 1822 ; during the

next several decades it was the scene of much exploration and expeditionary
activity, accompanied by a great deal of political and social turbulence.
California was ceded to the United States in 1848, The discovery of

gold in that same year led to the "gold rush' of the "forty~niners"

the following year ; in 1850 California became the thirty-~first state.

The state is extremely varied in topography, climate, and natural
resources, with a 1,352-km, coastline, the highest and lowest points

of the contiguous forty-eight states-Mount Whitney (4,418 meters) and

Death Valley (77 meters below sea level) and four national parks.

Colorado (A August 1876) : The name was chosen by Congress
out of many proposed when the territory was formed in 1861 ; it was
probably named for the Colorado River, which was wrongly assumed to
have its source in the territory. The name is Spanish, meaning
"colored" or "reddish," and was descriptively applied to the Little

Colorado River in -Arizona -in 1602,

Colorado was discovered in 1540 by Spanish explorer Francisco
Vasquez de Coronado,,but permanent.settlement did.not begin until about
1850. Colorado became ‘a United States territory in 1861 and was admitted

*®

as the-~thirty-eighth state. in 1876, one-hundred years after the signing’

of the Declaration of Independence.

Connecticut (9 January 1788) : Named for the river, which had
an Algonquian Indian name oxiginally recorded with many spellings, and
interpréted to.-mean"place of the long stream." Early settlement was
along the Connecticut River, which became the reference name for the

colony.
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Connecticut was settled by the Dutch in 1614 and by the
English in 1633, It was one of the thirteen original states, being
admitted fifth in 1788. Connecticut was the first colony to have a

written constitution.

Delaware (7 December 1787) : In 1610 Samuel Argoll discovered
a cape near the entrance of a large bay and named it after Thomas
West, Lord de la Warr, first colonial governor of Virginia. The name
soon was written Delaware and was transferred to a bay, a river, and,
later, the colony of settlements west of the bay. The first settle-
ments were made by the Duteh in 1631, and the first permanent settlement
by Swedes, in Wilmingtom, din 1638, The Dutch took over the Swedish
settlement (called New Sweden) «in 1655, and in turn were conquered
by the English in 1664, Delaware remained British until the American
Revolution. It is sometimes called "The First State,'" as it was the
first of the original thirteen states to ratify the Constitution of

the United States in 1787.

Florida (3 March 1845) : An early Spanish historian wrote
that Ponce de Leon gavesthis name té.the newly discovered land in
1513 for two reasans.: the coast was green and flowery-"florida" -
and it was Easter Week-'"Pascua Florida.'""»The name endured for the

peninsula,’a Spanish' colony, “and,” in' 1822, for-the United States terri-

tory.

The first settlement was made by the Spanish in 1565 at St,
Augustine, the oldest permanent existing settlement on the continent
of North America. 1In 1821 the United States took formal possession,

but it was not until 1845 that Florida became the twenty-seventh state.
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Georgia (2 January 1788) : The colony was referred to in the
royal charter of 1732 as "'The Colony of Georgia in America," taking

the name of George II (with a Latin ending), the then king of England.

Georgia was discovered by Spanish explorer Hernando de Soto in
1540 and colonized in 1733 at Savannah under the English leadership of
James Oglethorpe, Georgia is one of the original thirteen states,

being admitted fourth in 1788,

Hawaii (21 Awgust 1959) : A Polynesian word or name applied
to the largest of the islands and extended to the whole archipelago
during the nineteenth century, < Its meaning is unknown. (The English
explorer Captain James/ Cook, who wvisited the dislands in 1778, named
the island group the Sandwich Islands for the first lord of the admiralty,

the Earl of Sandwich.)

Unknown Polynesians discovered Hawaii around 1750. From 1810
to 1893 it was a kingdom under native Hawaiian monarchs. After that
a republic was established, which soon requested annexation to the

.United States. Hawaii was granted territorial status in 1900 and
became the fiftieth state in 1959." Hawaiil has a“fine climate and
fertile soil,"and produces a great quantity of sugar and pineapples,
also tobacco, coifee, rice, cotton, and bamnanas.’ Among its tourist
attractions are remarkable scenery, volcanoes, and great varieties

of bird and marine life.

Idaho (3 July 1890) : An Indian name of unknown meaning ;
some think it may have come from a Kiowa Apache name for the Comanche
tribe. The name became popular in its anglicized form during the 1850s

and was originally proposed in Congress for the territory that became
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Colorado. In 1861 the name was given to a county in the Washington
Territory, which became part of a new territory that Congress originally

intended to name Montana but eventually named Idaho.

Idaho was first visited by Lewis and Clark in 1805 and was
settled by the Mormons at Franklin in 1860, Idaho became a United
States territory in 1863, and im 1890 was admitted as the forty-third

state.

Illinois (3 December 1818) : From the name of a confederacy
of seyeral Indian tgxibesy tecorded by the French with a plural ending.
The original Indiansword meant 'the men.' The name was transferred

to a river and the ternitory.

Illinois was first visited by the French explorers Louils
Joliet and Jacques Marquette in 1673, Tt became English in 1763 and,
after the American Reyolutien; became part of the Northwest Territory.
The region was organized as the Tllinois Territory in 1809 ; in 1818

it became the twenty-first state,

Indiana (11 December 1816) : A coined name for a tract of
land in Pennsylvania developed by the Indiana Company and ceded by
Indians in 1768. The name, suggesting Indians, became popular and

was given to theterxritory.

The area was explored in 1679 by a party of Frenchmen under
René Robert La Salle and later seftled by the French at Vincennes.
It was ceded by the French to the English in 1763 and became part of
the Northwest Territory in 1787. Indiana became a separate territory

in 1800 and the nineteenth’ state in 1816.
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Iowa (28 December 1846) : The territory was named for the
river, which in turn bore the name of an Indian tribe recorded by

Trench explorers in the late 1600s with several spellings,

The first Europeans to see the area were French explorers
Louis Joliet and Jacques Marquette, who arrived in 1673, The first
permanent settlement was not made until 1833, at Dubuque, Originally
part of the Louisiana Purchase (1803), Towa was organized as a separate

territory in 1838, It beeame the twenty-ninth state in 1846,

Kansas (29 January 1861) : The name of a Sioux Indian tribe
spelled various ways by Spanish and French explorers in the 1600s. The
name was transferred to a river, also called the Kaw, and was adopted

for the territory.

Kangas was visited;inm 1541 by the Spanish explorer Francisco
‘Vasquez de Coronado and settled by the Americans in 1854, Originally
part of the Louisiana Purchase, Kansas was. made a territory in 1854

and became the thirty-fourth state in 1861,

Kentucky, (1 June.1792). .: From an Indian.word or name applied
to the river 'and eventually transferred to a county when the area was
part of~Virginia-~in;the eighteenthy centurys n The name may be from an

Iroquoian word meaning ''meadowland."

Kentucky was explored in 1669 by the French under René Robert
La Salle, and was ceded by the French to the English in 1763. Kentucky
County was formed in 1776 as part of the state of Virginia, but all
claims were relinquished in 1792 when Kentucky became the fifteenth

state,
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Louisiana (30 April 1812) : The Mississippi River was explored
by a French expedition under La Salle, who in 1681 named the western
lands drained by the riyver ''Louisiane' for Louis XIY, The Spanish
sPeiled the name Luisiana, and, later, Americans combined both
spellings, Application of the name was eventually ‘reduced to the

present state at the mouth of the Mississippi River.

Louisiana was first explored in 1543 by a Spanish party headed
by Hernando de Soto,«and later by La Salle, who claimed it for France.
The first permanent settlement was founded by the French at Natchitoches.
France sold the area to the United States as part of the Louisiana
Purchase in 1803, /Louisiana was organized as a territory in 1804 and

became the eighteenth state in 1812,

Maine (15 March 1820) : From,a descriptive word referring to
the mainland in distinction to the many islands along the coast. The
name became popula¥ for the area and was used for the name of the new

state formed from a district of Massachusetts by the Missouri Compromise,

The Norsemen'may have been the first Europeans to visit the
area (about 1000.A.D.),. and the English explorersiJohn and Sebastian
Cabot probably explored the coast in 1498, The English settled the
area in 1624 at York. 'Maine'was“under!' the jurisdiction.of Massachusetts.

from 1652 to 1819 ; it became the twenty-third state in 1820,

Maryland (28 April 1788) : Named for the colony, which had
been named in the early seventeenth century for Henrjetta Maria, Queen

of Charles I of England, probably by the king himself.

Maryland was first explored by Captain John Smith, from the

Virginia colony of Jamestown. The first settlement was established
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in 1631 by the English under William Claiborne on Kent Island.
Maryland was one of the thirteen original states, being admitted
seyenth in 1788, 1In 1791 it ceded a part of its territory to form
the District of Columbia, the federal district coextemnsive with the

city of Washington, the national capital.

Massachusetts (6 February 1788) : Named for the Massachusetts

Bay Colony. The name probably is Algonguian, meaning 'place of big
hills," originally the'name of a village reecorded in 1616 near Boston.

The name was transferred to a bay and a colony.

The first permanent colony was begun at Plymouth after the
Pilgrims landed in 1620.' In the eighteenth century Massachusetts
became a center of resistance to imperial colonial policy, and it
was there that the Revolutionary War broke out in 1775. Massachusetts

was admitted in 1788 as sixth of the thirteen original states.

Michigan | (26 January 1837) ¢ Named for Lake Michigan,
descriptively named "big lake'" by the Algonquian Indians. The name
was first recorded early in the eeventeenth' century as that of an
Indian tribe living near Lake Michigan. [The shores of Lake Michigan
had been explored by the Frené¢h from 1634, but the akéa wasn't settled
cuntil 1668/ by Marquette at ‘Sault Ste. Marie.! \The larea .was ceded to
England in 1763 and to the United States in 1783, Originally part of
.the Northwest Territory (1787), Michigan became a separate territory
in 1805. It was admitted in 1837 as the twenty-sixth state. Michigan
consists of an upper (no;thern) and a lower (southern) peninsula,

separated by Lake Michigan and Lake Huron.

Minnesota (11 May 1858) : A Siouan Indian descriptive name
meaning 'cloudy water" and applied to the Minnesota River. The
French and English name for the river was St. Pierre or St.Peter,
but Congress restored the Indian name for the stream at the request

of the territorial legislature in 1852.

Probably the first Europeans / in the area were the French
explorers Radisson and Greseilliers, 1m1660. The eastern part of
the region was ceded by France to Britain in 1763, and fell to the
United States afterothe Revolution ; this area became part of the
Northwest Territorys France :sold the western part to the United
States in the Louisiana Purchase (1803). Minnesota became a separate

territory in 1849 and the thirty-second state in 1858.

Mississippi (10 Decewmber1817%) : A descriptive Algonquian

Indian word meaning 'big river," recorded by French explorers in

1. The name was transferred from the river to the

1666 as "Messipi,'
territory, (Congress also considered "Washington" for the state

Name.)

Missi8sippi was discovered in 1540 by the ‘Spanish explorer
Hernando de Soto and settled in 1699 by the French at Biloxi, In
1763 fhe areal came under British domination, as West Florida ; in
1798 it became a territory of the United States, and in 1817 the

&

twentieth state.

Missouri (10 August 1821) ; An Algonquian Indian name for
a tribe living near the mouth of the Missouri River. French explorers
Marquette and Joliet recorded the name in 1673 and applied it to the

river ; the name passed on to the territory.
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Missouri was probably first settled by the French at Ste,
Genevieve in 1735, The area fell to the United States as part of
the Louisiana Purchase in 1803 and became a separate territory in
1812, Missouri's application as a slave state in 1817 caused bitter‘
controversy, which was settled by the Missouri Compromise in 1820 ;

Missouri became the twenty-fourth /state in 1821,

Montana (8 November 1889) :+A.Spanish or Latin~sounding
name suggesting mountainsy, which became popular after a Colorado
mining town used it dn 1853. (The name was originally proposed in
Congress for the territery that became Idaho ; Congress then applied

the name to the Montana Territery din 1864.)

Montana was figst visited in 1742 by the French ; it was
crossed by Lewis and Clark im 1805-06, and settled by the Americans
in the 1850s. Montana formed parts of the Washington, Nebraska,
Dakota, and Idaho “territories before it was made a separate territory

in 1864. It became the forty-first state in 1889,

Nebraska (1 March 1867) : A Siouan Indian name meaning
"flat or broad water" and applied to the river now called Platte
with the same meaning in French. In 1844 American explorer John C,

Fremonthsuggested thel Indian name as suitable for a future territory.

Spanish and French explorers visited the area in the sixteenth
and seventeenth centuries, probably beginning with Francisco Vasquez
de Coronado in 1541, but Nebraska wasn't settled until 1823, two
decades after it became part of the United States through the Louisiana
Purchase. Nebraska was organized as a territory in 1854, and became

the thirty-seventh state in 1867,
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Nevada (31 October 1864) : The territory was named by Congress
for the Sierra Nevada, a mountain range on the western border of the
state, Sierra Nevada Means (in Spanish) ''snow-covered mountains',

applied to the state, the name was shortened to Nevada, "snowcovered."

Nevada was the last area of the coterminous United States to
be explored. In 1775 a Spanish priest, Silvestre Velez de Escalante,
entered the area while in search of/a'new route to Califormia. John
C. Fremont explored the area in 1843-45, and Mormons made the first
permanent settlement, at.Gemoa, in 1849, Originally part of the
Utah Territory (1850) ,/Nevada became a separate territory in 1861

and the thirty-sixth state idin 1864,

New Hampshire (21 June 1788) : In 1629 Captain John Mason

received land rights over a large area of New England and named it

for his home county in England.

The New Hampshire coast was visited in/1603 by the English
and settled by the . English at Dover in 1623, New Hampshire was
made a royal province in 1679, gained its independence in the
Revolution, and was.admitted .in.1788 as, the ninth of the thirteen

original states,.

New Jersey ' (18 December 1787) ': Named by the proprietors
of the colony in 1664 for the English island of Jersey off the coast

of France. (One of the proprietors was from Jersey.)

New Jersey, along with what is now New York, was first settled
by the Dutch in 1624 and was named New Amsterdam. In 1664 the English
gained control of the area, which, after a brief return to Dutch

ownership, became a royal province in 1702. New Jersey was the scene
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of a number of important battles of the Amexican Reyolution, and was
the third of the original thirteen states to be admitted to the Union,

in 1787.

New Mexico (6 January 1912) : For distinction the region north
of "known' Mexico was called 'Nuevo" Mexico by Spanish explorer Don
Francisco de Ibarra in 1562,  The name spread northward, and after
the region became part of the United States in 1848, the partly

translated Spanish name was given to the territory.

New Mexico begam its modern history as a northern frontier
area of the Spanish empire in the New World. Francisco Vasquez de
Coronado was probably the first Spanish explorer to reach the area,
in 1540, It was first settled in 1598 at San Juan by the Spanish,
was governed by Mexico after 1821, and ceded to the United States by
the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidaigo (1848) and the Gadsden Purchase (1853).
New Mexico was made a territory (including Arizona and part of Colorado)

in 1850 and became “the forty-seventh state in 1912.

New York (26 July 1788) : Named in honor of the Duke of
York and the city and county of ‘York in England {in 1664 by Colonel
Richard Nicoll$, who took possession of the colony from the Dutch.

The duke, brothelr, of Charles II, was entrusted with the colony.

The first European to visit the area was Giovanni da Verrazano,
a Florentine in the sexrvice of the king of France, in 1524. The first
permanent settlement was made by the Dutch about 100 years later.
The province shuttled between the Dutch and English until the English
finally took possession in 1674. Having gained independence in the
Revolution, New York became the eleventh of the original thirteen

states, in 1788
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North Carolina (21 November 1789) : Part of an area originally

called Carolana in 1629 to honor Charles I of England, who provided
the royal grant for the colony. In 1663 Charles II regranted the
colony, using the spelling Carolina, with the possible intention that
the naming honor applied to him as well as to his father. The
distinction between North and South Carolina began informally and

became official in 1710.

The first recorded discovery of the North Carolina coast was
made by a French expedition led by Giovanni da Verrazano in 1524.
The first permanent gettlement was made about 1660 at Albemarle
Sound by Englishmen from Virginia in search of good land. North
Carolina was made a royal ecolony in 1729 and was the twelfth of the

original thirteen states, being admitted in 1789.

" North Dakota (2 November 1889) : The anglicized spelling
Dakota is from the name of a Sioux Indian tribe and was adopted as
the name of a texritory in 1861. When the térritory was to be divided
into two states, the people of both areas wanted to keep the popular

name Dakota. The result was the compromise on North and South Dakota.

North 'Dakota was discovered by French fur trappers in 1738,
The United States acquired the southwestern half of~the area from
France through the Louisiana Purchase in 1803, and the remainder
through an agreement with Great Britain concerning the Canadian-
American border in 1818, The Dakota Territory was organized in 1861
and divided when North Dakota was admitted as the thirty-ninth state

together with South Dakota (as the fortieth) in 1889,
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Ohio (19 February 1803) : An Iroquoian Indian name meaning
"fine or good river," applied to the Ohio River. The river gave its

name to the region, and finally to the territory imn 1799.

Ohio was discovered in 1670 by the French but was not settled
until 1788, by the Americans at Marietta. Originally part of the
Northwest Territory, Ohio was organized in 1800 as a separate territory

and soon after admitted as the seventecemth state, in 1803.

"

Oklahoma (16 November 1907) : A coined name meaning ''red

people," proposed by a'Chectaw Indian chief to refer to land held by his
tribe . z2nd adopted in the Choctaw-Chickasaw treaty of 1866. The

name became popular apnd was adopted for the territory in 1890.

Oklahoma was discovered in 1541 by the Spanish explorer
Francisco Vasquez de Coronmado, and was/settled by the French in 1802
at Salina. Most of what is . now Oklahoma came under the sovereignty
of the United States by the Touisiapna Purchase.. Originally known as
Indian Territory, the land became Oklahoma Territory in 1890 and was

admitted as the forty—-eighth state in 1907.

Oregon. (14 February 1859)" :"The origin of “the name is uncertain,
although there are several good, theories. .One is. that.the name may
have been derived from that of the Wisconsin River shown omn a 1715
French map as "Quricon-sint." Regardless of origin, the name Oregon
became fixed on the area, which was explored by Lewis and Clark in
1804-06 and for a time jointly occupied by England and the Unites
States. The Oregon Territory was organized in 1848, and Oregon was

admitted as the thirty-third state in 1859.
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Pennsylvania (12 December 1787) : The most widely accepted
story is that when William Penn was obtaining the royal grant for
the colony in 1681, Charles II coined the name from Penn and silva
or sylva (Latin "forest"). With modesty, Penn said later that the

name was in honor of his father.

The first Europeans to visit the area were English, Dutch,
and Swedish explorers, probably beginning with Henry Hudson in 1609.
The Swedes made the first permanent settlement in 1643 ; the Dutch
took over in 1655, annexing' the area to their colony of New Netherland;
the British gained comtrol dn 1664. In 1681 the English king signed ‘
a charter granting the area to William Penn, who wished to establish
a colony of Quakers. /Pennsylvania played a major role in the creation

of the United States and Was. the second of the thirteen original

states to be admitted, in 1787.

Rhode Island (29 May 1790) : The exact origin of the name is

unknown. In 1524 explerer -Gieovanni-da-Verrazano recorded an island
in the area about the size of the Greek island of Rhodes. By 1630
the Dutch were referring to a Roodt, Eylandt ('"Red Island") here. 1In
1644 the court of Providence Plantation ordered that the island in
Narragansett Bay then called Aquidneck thereafter be,called the Isle

of Rhodes or Rhode Island.

Roger Williams and other religious exiles banished from
Massachusetts settled at Providence in 1636 ; Rhode Island was granted
a royal charter in 1663 and became independent of Great Britain as a
consequence of the American Revolution. It w;; the thirteenth of the
original states, being admitted in 1790. Rhode Island is the smallest
of the fifty states, with an area of only 2,717 sq. km., and the most

densely populated.
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South Carolina (23 May 1788) : (See North Carolina for

name). Both Spain and France, in 1526 and 1562 respectively, attempted
settlements in what is now South Carolina, but both failed., In 1670
the English made the first permanent settlement, Charles Town (later
Charleston), at Albemarle Point. The colony remained in English hands
until the Revolution. South Carolina was one of the thirteen original

states, being admitted eighth in 1788.

South Dakota (2 November 1889) ¢ (See North Dakota for Dame.)

South Dakota was part _of the Dakota Territory, which was organized in
1861, It became thegfortieth state when it was admitted with North

Dakota in 1889,

Tennessee (1 June 1796) : Named for the Tennessee River ;
originally the name of a Cherokee willage recorded as Tanasqui in 1567

in Spanish and as Tinnase in English in 1707.

Tennessee's eastern section was discovered in 1540 by the
Spanish explorer Hernando de Soto ; its western section by the French
explorer René Robert La Salle in the late 1600s. Originally part of
the French Louisiana claim, the'area was ¢ceded by“France to Great
Britain in 1763 and became part of the United States in 1783. Tennessee

was admitted as ‘thie ‘sixteernth state in 1796.

Texas (29 December 1845) : Spanish explorers thought the n;me
Tejas, which they recorded in 1541, was the name of an Indian tribe.
The word, meaning '"friends,' persisted and became the official name
for the lands east of New Mexico. Spelled Texas, the name was used

for the new independent republic in 1836.
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Texas was discoverxed in 1519 by the Spanish explorer Alomso
Alvarez de Pineda, but the first permanent settlement was not made
until 1682, by the Spanish at Ysleta. For some time both the Spanish
and the French claimed the area. Texas was part of Mexico from 1821.
to 1836 and an independent republic from 1836 to 1845, when it became
the twenty~eighth state., Until the admission of Alaska as a state
in 1959, Texas, with an area of 687,927 sq.km., was the largest state

of the Union.

Utah (4 January 1896) @ : From the mame of an Indian tribe
commonly spelled Utey but earlier Uta and Utah (meaning "dwellers
in the tops of the mountains'), The latter spelling was applied to a
river now called Jordan. When ‘the region was being organized into
a territory, the Mormons preferred their own name, Deseret (meaning
"honeybee'), but Congress adopted the river name with the then popular

Utah spelling.

Although Céronado's conquistadors in search of gold may have
reached the region in 1540, the first known expedition into Utah was
headed by the Spanish Franciscan priests Silvestre Velez de Escalante
and Francisco Dominguezy in' 1776, 'in search of'a direct route to
California,  Utah was settled by the Mormons_in 1847, became a territory

in 1850, '‘and was“admitted as "the forty-fifth 'state’ in 1896,

Vermont (4 March 1791) : Probably a coined name, an easily
pronounced combination of French words that imply ''green mountains,"

The earlier name for the region was New Connecticut.

Vermont was discovered in 1609 by the French explorer Samuel

Champlain, and was settled by the English in 1724. It was originally
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claimed by Massachusetts, New Hampshire, and New York, but declared
itself an independent republic during the Revolutionary War. Vermont

became the forteenth state to be admitted to the Union, in 1791,

Virginia (26 June 1788) : The colony was named for Elizabeth
I of England, the '"Virgin Queen,'' probably by the queen herself, in
1584, The name may also have been suggested by the Indian name shown
as Wingina on the map of the area of the planned colony. Virginia
held the first permament English settlement in North America, founded
in 1607 on the James River. at Jamestown. Virginia became a royal colony
in 1624 and waé the teanth/of the thirteen original states to be admitted

to the Union, in 1788,

Washington (11 November 1889) : The territory was named by an
act of Congress in 1853 for George Washington. (The name originally
proposed was Columbia, but if was changed because no territory or state

had been named for the first president.)

The region had been visited by Spanish, Russian, British, and
French explorérs between, 1543 and 1792, and by Lewis and Clark in
1805, but it was mot _settled luntil 1825 by ihe British at Vancouver,
and by the Americans on Puget ‘Sound in 1845, 1In 1848 Washington was
includediin 'the Oregon Te¥rritory. /It became la.separate.territory in

1853 and the forty-second state in 1889.

West Virginia (19 June 1863) : Descriptively named because

the state was formed out of the western counties of Virginia whose

citizens rejected secession during the Civil War.

The land that is now West Virginia was discovered in 1671

by an Englishman, Abraham Wood, who sent an expedition from Petersburg,
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Virginia, to find the South Sea. After seceding from Virginia in

1861, West Virginia became the thirty-fifth state in 1863.

Wisconsin (29 May 1848) : The territory was named for the
Wisconsin River, probably in a French version of an Algonquian Indian
name recorded in 1673 as Mesconsing. The name was soon spelled
Ouisconsin by the French and anglicized to the present spelling.

The meaning is uncertain, but may be "gathering of the waters."

The first recorded wvisit to Wisconsin was made in 1634 by
the French explorer Jean Nicolet. Control of the area passed to the
English in 1763 and to the United States in 1783. Wisconsin was part
of the Northwest, Indiana, Illinois, and Michigan territories before
it was organized as a separate territory in 1836. Wisconsin was

admitted as the thirtieth state in 1848.

Wyoming (10 July 1890) : An anglicized version of an Algonquian
Indian name first applied to a valley in Pennsylvania. The name was
popularized in an 1809 poem and chosen by Congress when the territory
was orgénized in 1868, Its original Indian meaning may have been

"place of the big valleys or flats."

Wyoming was ,explored-. in-1807, by John-Celter,-a member of the
Lewis and Clark expedition. Americans settled there in 1834. Originally
part of the Oregon, Idaho, Dakota, and Utah territories, Wyoming was
made a separate territory in 1868. It became the forty-fourth state

in 1890.

Down through' history, primitive and civilized peoples alike have
celebrated the coming of ‘a'new year, For ancient peoples dependent
upon the land, time revolved about the seasons. A new year began
for the Egyptians when the 1ife-giving waters of the Nile River
overflowed their banks, and the early Britons counted from the first

day of Spring, as did the Romans,

As civiliéation advanced, a calendar based on the seasons
was no longer practical, and in 45 B.C. the Roman Emperor Julius
Caesar ordered thegadoption of acalendar which would correlate
the civil and the /astrvonomical years.' The Romans arbitrariiy chose
Januaryl as the first day ofi the year and so it hasyremained in all

parts ‘of the Western world.

January, which derives its name from Janus, the Roman god
of beginnings, endings,.openings and closings, appropriately symbolizés

the theme of leaving the old for the new.

New Year's Eve party is gay, noisy and glittery. The music
is loud and there are bright colours, festive foods, and high good

spirits to make this last night of the year one of fun. At celebrations
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in restaurants, clubs and shipboard salons, guests are given silly
paper hats and noisemakers and as the evening goes on no one remains
a stranger. At midnight everyone joins hands and sings," We'll

take a cup of kindness yet, for Auld Lang Syne."

Although New Year's traditions in the Unitgd States stem
from as many cultures as do the people themselves, they have gradually
assumed a typical American flavor. . The giving of gifts, for instance,
an important part of Roman and 0ld English tradition, has all but
disappeare&. Instead,sNew Years cards are‘exchanged among friends

and relatives.

Valentine's Day is on February l4. 1It's sweethearts' day when
people'in love ekpress their affection for each other in gay and mérry
ways.

The custou of ecelebrating St. Valentine's'Day can be traced to
those festivals, called Lupercalia. There were games and dancing and
then each young man drew from an urn the name of the young maiden who
would be his sweetheart for the coming year., February 15, the Roman
date of the festival, thus became a day for young lovers and in the
7th Century it began to be called "St. Valentine's Day." The origin

of the name remains in doubt. Some historians contend the festival
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commemorates the death of a Christian martyr named Valentine on February
14, in the year 270. Others link it to another St. Valentine who
became the , patron saint of lovers after he was imprisoned by Emperor
Claudius for secretly marrying couples contrary to the Emperor's

The name "Easter! itself derives from the ancient Norse
festival of Spring sun (Eastre) which celebrated the awakening of
new life and the death of winter and the Christians believed that
Easter should always fall on Sunday, the day Christ rose from the

Easter is now celebrated throughout the country, although
the customs . vary with the regions. | The German-Americans of
Pennsylvania, for instance, preserve the custom of eating fried
crullers ‘on ‘Shreve Tuesday;| the Mexicans 1living' in.Jalifornia and
the Southwest burn and effigy of Judas, the disciple who betrayed
Jesus; and those of Greek origin take part in a funeral procession

following a flowerdecked bier bearing the figure of Christ.

= As a salute to Spring, almost \everyone wears something new
on Easter. After the church services they stroll through parks,

enjoying the fresh green of new leaves in the radiance of Spring
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sunshine, Gardens at Eastertime are bright with Spring flowers-
brilliant red éulips, fragrant white and gold narcissus, butter-
yellow daffodils, and every variety of lilies. The stately white
Easter lily, angel of flowers and symbol of beauty and goodness,'
appears on every church altarand is often sent in be-ribboned pots

as an Easter gift.

Of all the symbols, though, /the egg and the hare (rabbit,
bunny), considered from ancient)times to represent fertility and
new life, are those mos& frequently associated with Easter. Dyed
eggs, not unlike those seen today, were exchanged at ancient spring
festivals, Y;llow stood for'the returning sun and red for the jov
of life. Now Easter eggs appear \in a variety of colors and meterials
There are hen eggs hard-copked and dyed in brilliant hues, or painted
in imaginative designs ; chocolate eggs filled with soft marshmallow
or candied fruits and nutsj and those of crystal sugar coated with
edible pink and white rosebuds. Young children find baskets of
eggs in a colored/straw nest on Easter morning, and the older ones

are similar. May Day 1is celebrated with flowers and dancing.

People decorate their houses with flowers, inside and
outside.

lavender-and the children's clothes are too. It is a lovely dance

to see, and it expresses very well the joy of May Day.
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MEMORTAL DAY

May 30th is Memorial Day in America. The word "memorial"

''and it is on this day that Americans

comes from the verb "to remember,'
remember and honor the men who died fighting for their country. On
Memorial Day people visit the graves of the soldiers who died during
the Civil War, the Spanish-American War, World Wars 1 and 2, and

the Korean War., We decorate the graves with wreathes of flowers

and American flags.

At one time Memorial Day was called Decoration Day because

the most important thing dome on this day was to decorate graves with
flowers. The first time this da§ was celebrated was on May 30, 1868.
This was just after the American Civil War, which was fought between
the Union soldiers from the North and the Confederate soldiers from
the South. The war was fought in the U.S. South, and many Union and
Confederate soldiers-were-buriéd-there together. In 1868, after the
war was over, séveral women in the South decorated the graves of both
Confederate and Union ' soldiers with,flowers. Soon the custom spread
all over the country, and now, on Memor;al Day, we decorate the graves

of soldiers from every war,

In many places there are special ceremonies at the cemetry.
Usually these ceremonies are performed by veterans and by the families
of men who have died. The most famous of these ceremonies takes place
at the National Cemetery in Arlington, Virginia, where thousands of
soldiers are buried. The United States Navy has a special ceremony in
memory of dead sailors. They fléat tiny ships filled‘with flowers on

the sea.
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All over America, people gather and listen to speeches
honoring the dead. There are also parades in which veterans march
wearing their uniforms and carrying American flags, People fly the

American flag at half-mast outside their houses.

Nowadays Memorial Day is also Poppy Day. A poppy is a
bright red flower. Veterans meke poppies of red paper and sell them.
The money is used to help veterans who are sick or who have been hurt
in the war and cannot take care of themselves. Everyone buys a poppy
and wears it in his buttonhole. This is a way to help and to honor

the men who fought for their country but did not die.

made Labor Day a national holiday,

Nowadays, Americans enjoy Labor Day very much. They can
rest at home for three days because Labor Day is on Monday, and they

do not have to work on Saturday or Sunday either. Many people go on

so that the real evil spirits would notyhurt them.

Today, most people are not afraid of such things, and Halloween
is a time for fun. Now it is a holiday .for children instead of a
custom for adults. The colors of Halloween are black and orange.
Black is.the color of the evil spirits and orange is the color of the
brxight fires. Often there are Halloween parties at home or at school.
Eyery child puts on a colored mask to cove his face. Some masks look

like ghosts or witches, some are beautiful princesses, some are funny
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animals, and some are ugly monsters. Every child must wedr a costume
too. Many children like to get dressed up as witches or ghosts. To
make a ghost costume the child puts a sheet over his head and cuts
holes for the eyes, nose, and mouth. To make a witch costume he
dresses all in black with a tall black hat, and he carries a broom.
Many people decorate their houses, with orange and black paper and
pictures of ghosts and witches. Iun the window of almost every

house we can see a big, round, orange pumpkin with a face shining in

the darkness. The pumpkim has either a smiling or fierce face cut

in it, and there is a _eandle inside to make the face shine brightly.

Children wait eagerly all day for the darkness to come. When
it does, they put onitheir costumes. Some children borrow their
mother's lipstick and make strange marks on their faces; other children
wvear masks. Some little girls dress like fairies or princesses with
long skirts and look very beautiful ; some children dress like
witches or ghosts ‘and look very frightening 3 some children just wear

old, torn clothing-and look very funny.

Groups of children go from'house to house carrying their
paper bags. | They ringfdoorbells, and they shout "Trick or treat!"
when someone answers. Almost every hou§éwife makes 'a’ special treat
to give 'the'children. 'Some ‘give" apples or'cookies ‘or ‘eandy ; some
give pennies or small games. If the children don't get a treat,
they may play a trick like putting soap on the window screens, or
taking away the front porch light, or letting the air out of auto-
mobile tires. Usually, though, there is more treating than tricking,
and every child returns home with a .big bag full of good things to

eat.
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THANKSGIVING

Many holidays in America are celebrated with big feasts,
but Thanksgiving dinner is the most famous feast of all. The whole
family usually comes together to eat Thanksgiving dinner.

The American Indians helped the Pilgrims and taught them how to plant
and take care of their| crops. " /The, Pilgrims hoped to have a good

harvest, because without a good harvest they would starve - during

the long, cold winter. Finally autumm came and the harvest was good.

jhe Pilgrims felt very thankful for their good harvest, for their new
homeland, and for their friendship with the Indians. They rested

from work for a week in order to give thanks to God and to celebrate
their good fortune. During this week they feasted and prayed. They
invited their Indian friends too. Together they had a huge feast

which lasted for three days. They killed turkeys and roasted them ;
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they also ate corn and pumpkins and other vegetables they had harvested.

This was the beginning of the tradition of a big Thanksgiving dinner.

At school nowadays children like to decorate their classroom
for Thanksgiving. They draw pictures of thg Pilgrims and the Indiams.
They cut out paper turkeys and pumpkins and vegetables and leaves to
put on the walls. The colors of Thanksgiving are the colors of
dutumn : brown, orange, yellow, red,” and gold.
