CHAPTER 6

CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

6.1 Conclusion
Taxonomy of the predatory mite family Cunaxidae of Thailand was studied
for the first time, especially in the central region of Thailand. Thirty-three species

were recognized in 9 genera and 4 subfamilies:

Subfamily Bonziinae: 2 species.
Subfamily Colegseirin: ‘ 9 species.
Subfamily 13 species.
Subfamil Jinae| a 9 species
Of these, 16 spe€ic #Thailand and 15 unidentified
species were recognized \\\- dillustrated.
