The objectives of the study were: 1) t0 anafzg(e((he structure of ticket allocation and its
impacts upon the buyers and the small ver d, 2) to find equitable ways for
ticket allocation. This study adopted the qUalitative approach and utilized two
research tools; the investigation of existing litérature and in-depth interviews. The
interviews were conducted-with politicians, the executives of the government lottery
organization, major distrib in the government aad in the private sector, financial
backers, charitable organizations, ‘and | small vemdors in total of 25 persons.
Additionally, a total of endors were examined quantitatively.

It was also found out that this trouble condition weakened right-based
organizations of peoph —with—disabililies—and—other—chafitable organizations. In
addition, most of thé $mall vendors made a day-to-day living, working in an unsafe
environment without welfare and life security, whereas the operation of the lottery
organization appeared to be more gambling-oriented. -

From overall examifiation, it was récommended that a new method of the
ticket distribution should be made 'to prevent ‘the ‘major distributors from fixing the
market price of the tickets.“Secoudly, 'the tickets “should be ‘dliotted to more small
vendors. Thirdly, assemblics of sinall vendors as legal persons spould be premoted.
Fourtiy, 7 an (éffective) mastre=and, sunisitment’ should) be clearly, set if overpriced
tickets are found of the'market. Fifth, the structure of thé lotterysboard should be re-
determined to prevent the members from taking advantages of the allocations and
from the public fund obtaining from the revenue of the lottery. Next, the overall
revenue from the ticket sales should bc set aside for the fund for social welfare
promotion and the rehabilitation fund for people with disabilities. Also, the welfare
schemes for small vendors should be made. To achieve all these results, an
amendment of the Lottery Act (1974) should be properly made.
