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ABSTRACT
Purposes:

The purposes of the research wereito study the state of
educational managements problems:of both administrators and teachers
in providing education for the hearing impaired children in the
integrated class with normal children at the elemenfary level. Their

educational status and social adjustment are also included.

Procedures:

Two types of questionaires are developed by the researcher for
both administers.,and eleméntary 'school“teachers ‘whé téach the hearing
impaired children. The purxpose of the questionair was to obtain
information on their problem‘about ‘the educational management as well
as on teaching and learning arrangement in the classroom. The interview
form were also designed for both teachers and the hearing impaired
children. The interviews are concerned with the educational and social

adjustment of the hearing impaired students.



The above mentioned questionaires and interview forms are
distributed to 8 directors and associates, 23 teachers and 52 hearing
impaired students. The returned questionaires were analyzed using
percentage, arithmatic mean and standard diviation, Conclusions were

presented in tables explanation.

Finding:

1. The state of the educational management for hearing
impaired children in the integrated classxoom were:

1.1 The condifions and environment of the classroms were
not suitable for teachingsand learniné.éctivities. 'The cause of
disturbance were noise and smell. Foré%nately, the schiools had enough
teaching equipment for the hearing impéi;gg students.,

1.2 All the teachersiin thé{integrated classrooms were
classroom teachers without teacher aids.::HH

1.3 The curricuium used fofPﬂégfing impaired students was
the same with normal children. It should be adjusted to suit the
students in content, level of difficulty and also time spent in teaching.,

1.4 -Teachers had_problems in making their own visual aids
with not enough support=from the “administrators.

1,5, Teachers,mostly,used, the safme' written test to evaluate
the hearing impaired children as well as'others "in ‘the integrated

classrooms. They needed a lot of extra time for both ordinary teaching

activities and testing.



2, Administrator's problems:

2.1 The schools were in used of gualified teachers for the
hearing impaired children.

2.2 Most administrator had moderate problems concerning
the adjustment of suitable, curriculum as well as organizing the

remedial program for the hearing impaired children.
3. Teacher' problems:

3.1 The programs” for enrichment the teachers'experience
and knowledge were neededs

3.2 The need for suitable curriculum for the hearing
impaired students was urgent.

3.3 There were not.enough wisual aids in teaching the
hearing impaired students due to'the lack'of time as well as budget.

3.4 There was probliem in time consuming for the testing
both in written form and in practice.
