2) The demand for vocational English language teachers were
0.55 per school, or 1,123 English languagefteachers for ‘all over the country.
The demand ‘for Ceniiral, Urban; and Suburban areas wére 21,421, and 581
teachers respectively. | Thé English languageé teachers' for traveling or
service was the highest demanded.

3. In the aspect of quality, most of the heads of English language
division in Central, Urban, and Suburban areas demanded English language
teachers who were capable in teaching of all skills, had skills in listening, ;
speaking, reading, and writing, and had ability in analyzing research '
problems to improve instruction as the first ranks.
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
