The fiindings of the study can be summarized as follow. SAARC's early 7
founding efforts were marked by regional conflicts which hindered the '
Association from becoming a true Supra-National organization of regional
cooperation. To avoid political confrontation between its member states and
to enhance friendly atmosphere conducive to increased cooperation especially
in the economic field, political issues had been excluded from the agenda of
SAARC's early conferences. Nevertheless, one may say that a forecast of the
Association's future within the next 5-7 years is rather bleak.
